When Mayor Ross Alger cut the ribbon in
front of the doors to the mosque at 439 12
‘Ave. S.E. Friday, he officially opened the
tirst Ahmadiyya Muslim Mission in Canada.

This house, formerly a private residence,
is the headquarters for ‘the local chapter of
Ahmadiyya Movement in Islam.

President B. A. Raja, in addressing the
members and guests, said: ‘‘This building
appears to be small but embraces in itself a
great mission, a great task, a supreme mes-
sage of Oneness of Allah; the message of

Prophet Mohammed . . . the message of
jslam — the message of peace, love, har-
mony and hope.”

President Raja, who was a lieutenant-
colonel in the Pakistan army, said: “Islam
has been one of the most misunderstood
religions in this part of the world, and we,
ihe members of the Ahmadiyya community,
are committed to convey the last message of
God sent to all peoples of all times and of all
parts of the world.

“As a first step in that direction, we in
ihis city have made a meagre donation of
valuable books on Islam and copies of the
Holy Quran (Koran) with English com-
mentaries, to the Calgary Public Library,
ihe University of Calgary library and to
some local school libraries and will donate
meore in the future.

“*As a social service group, we are look-
ing forward and planning to serve the old,
the sick, the poor and the needy for the
welfare of the community.

“The doors of this mission house and -

mosque are open to anyone and everyone
belonging to any country and state, having
»ny religion or possessing any faith, or who
belong to any sect irrespective of caste,
volor, creed, providing the worship is of one
God.”

The president’s address preceded the
yecltation of the Holy Quran (Koran) by
Hasham Qamar. who translated it into
Fnglish.

President Raja read messages from the
supreme head of the movement, Hazrat
Wirza Nasir Ahmad of Pakistan, and from

preaching Sabet of
Toronto.

Syed Mansura A. Bashir, missionary in
charge of Canada, outlined the background
of the movement and noted it has a world-
wide following of more than 10 million peo-
ple. The international headquarters are in
Rabwah, Pakistan and the Canadian head-
quarters in Toronto.

He then requested Mayor Alger to speak.
His Worship reiterated the Islam message of
“peace, love, harmony and hope."”

Mr. Raja and his family came to Canada
in 1977, settling in Calgary because of the
influence of relatives. He has entered the
real estate business but will give much of his
time to the mission and the movement.

An army officer in two wars, 1965 and
1971, he was later forced into compulsory
retirement due to-political persecution. He
had the satisfaction of knowing there were
no faults on his record.

« Mission secretary Syed Mansura A. Ba-
shir, said in an interview the Ahmadiyya
Movement is a sect founded in 1889 by Haz-
rat Mirza G. Hulam Ahma.

He explained he came to the world as the
Messiah, bringing the message there is one
God — or Allah — and human beings came
from one set of parents.

A gentle person, always smiling, he said
he began a mission in Toronto in 1977. While
there are no mosques, other than Calgary,
there are 15 organized chapters in Canada
and more being organized. These stretch
from Halifax to Vancouver, he said.
