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KHILAFAT IN ISLAM

The Institution of Khilafat in Islam is not a new institution but an age-long spiritual
concept which was in vogue before the advent of the Holy Prophet (on whom be peace)

The Holy Quran draws our attention to the fact of Khilafat when it says:

"Allah has promised to those among you who believe and do good works that He will
surely make them Successors in the earth, as He made Successors (from among) those
who were before them; and that He will surely establish for them their religion which He
has chosen for them; and that He will surely give them in exchange security ( and peace)
after their fear: They will worship Me.(and) they will not associate anything with Me.
Then whoso is ungrateful after that, they will be the rebellious.

(Holy Quran Chap.24 V.56 )

The promise of Khilafat is expressly given conditionally and when the conditions
have been fulfilled, Allah's Promise manifests itself.

From = Quranic verse quoted above (24:56) it proves that Khilafat is an institution
established by Allah Himself. In the Holy Quran Allah says regarding Adam " When thy
Lord said tothe angels '1 am about to place a vicegerent (Khalifa ) in the earth'(2:31
In another place Allah says in the Holy Quran:"O David We have made thee a vicegerent
(Khalifa) in the earth " (38:27)

Khilafat has been depicted by the Holy Prophet of Islam as the system that will
eventually be designated for his immediate followers and his followers of the latter days,
when he prophecied:

"Propheti¢ period will remain with you as long as Allah wills that it remain, then
Allah the Supreme, will lift it; then will emerge Khilafat based onthe prophetic
standard of values and remain as long as Allah wills that it remain, then Allah will lift
it, then will start absolute monarchy and remain so long as Allah wills that it remain,
then,willemerge Khilafat based on the prophetic standatd of values." After ; this the
Holy Prophet became silent. In Mishkat the following appear between the lines
"Evidently, this in truth means the Khilafat of the period of Isa and Mahdi'.

(Mishkat p. 461 Kitabul IIm)

In this prophecy it is mentioned that Khilafat would be establidhed twice- firstly
immediately after the Holy Prophet and secondly in the: latter days. From this prophecy
the institution of Khilafat in the latter days will be the culmination as is evident by the
silence of the Holy Prophet .

In the intervening period bstween the two Khilafats will be a decadence as
mentioned in the Holy Quran whan it says:"Verily We Ourself have sent down this
Exhortation and most surely We will be its Guardian," (15:10)

The period of decadence was to have witnessed the appearance of Mujaddids whose
duty was the reformation of the society as prophesied by the Holy Prophet:

' Verily Allah will appoint for my people at ths head of every century one who will
reform for them their faith' ( Abu Daud Vol. 2 Chap.Babul Malaham)

This | period of the appearance of Mljaddids was for a limited time to fill the
vacuum between the first period of Khilafat and the second; this need arose due to th=
complexities of the situation as depicted in the prophecy (Mishkat P. 461 Kilabul 1lm)
and the Holy Quran 32:6 and would culminate with the appesarance of the Promised
Messiah whose Mujaddalyyat was meant fo» the latter days. The Holy Prophet indicated
this whzan he said:

"How can my followers go to perdition whose beginning is marked with my
appearance and thz end with that of Jesus SONof Mary."

Therefore, the Khilafat prophesied by the Holy Prophet for the latter days will




endure and the need for the appearance of a Mu?‘:lddid at the beginning of the next or
other centuries will not exist. The Promised Messiah bears this out in his book Al-
Wasiyyat (The Will ) when he wrote;

" And the coming of that manifestation would be better for you for it would be ever=-
lasting, of which the chain shall not break until the Day of Qiyamah and that
manifestation cannot come except after I am gone. But when I go away, Allah shall send
the second manifestation for you and it shall stay with you always..... I am a personified
power of God; and after me there shall come other persons who will be a manifestation
of a second power of God" (Pages 10-12 ).

In confimity with the prophecies the institution of Khilafat was again sstablished after
the Promised Me ssiah, When the first Khalifa of the Promised Messiah was elected the
announcement of Bai'at in The Badr of June 2, 1908 was published over the signatures of a
large number of the leading members of the community among whom was Maulvi

Muhammad Ali . After the Bai'at of Khilafat had been held, a further announcement in the
said issue of The Badr was made by Khawaja Kamal -ud-din as Secretary Sadr Anjuman
Ahmadiyya to the following effect.

" Before the funeral prayers of the Promised Messiah (on whom be peace ) were held
at Qadian, and in accordance with his instructions in the book Al Wasiyyat ....Hakim
Nur-ud-din Sahib was proclaimed the Promised Messiah's Successor and Khalifa, and the
oath of Bai'at taken on his hand".

Thus was the beginning of Khilafat for the latter days started and shall, In Sha Allah,
continue as prophsied to the Day of Qiyyamah.

Andour last prayer is ' All Praise belongs to Allah Lord of all the worlds. "'

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GLEANINGS FROM THE PRESS

Musiim
fanaticism
deplored

In recent years liberal Muslims
have watched in dismay the rise of
religious fanaticism in some of the
Muslim countries. Three of them —
Libya, Pakistan and Iran — have
drawn considerable attention in the
Western press. It was in Libya where
a few years ago religious leaders
were clamoring for the creation of a
theocratic state in which women
were to be treated like property even
though Islam teaches equality of the
sexes. The violence that followed took
a heavy toll in human life. Four years
ago in Pakistan, where fiery priests
command a large following, barbaric
crimes were committed against inno-
cent people in the name of God
and Tslam, Mgre than 109 fcllgwers of
the progressive Ahmadiyvya Move-
ment in Islam were murdered by
angry mobs. Several of their mosques
and properties weie destroved andi-
braries which contained sacred
books, set to fire. In lran recently
fanatical Muslims set fire to a movie
house killing several hundred Mus-
lims who had come to watch a west-
ern movie,

More tragic than the lawlessness of
the zealots was the ease with which
the rulers of these states succumbed
to the demands for sunpression of the
freedom of the individual. In Paki-

-stan the governmeni of the former
prime minister, Zulfigar Ali Bhutto,
enacted laws to declare the fol-
lowers of the Ahmadiyya Ilovement
in Islam, which operates more than
100 Muslim missions around the
world to preach Islam, as non-Mus-
lims and to remove them from im-
portant government positions. lroni-
cally, two vears after Mr. Bhutto's
rubber stamp National Assembly
passed these oppressive laws, Mr.
Bhutto was deposed from office by
his own army chief and senienced to
death by a civlian court on a murder
charge. Many of his cabinet ministers
and members of his Naticnal Assem-
bly were jailed on charges of corrup-
tion and misuse oi power.

We, the members of Jamaat wish to establish a permanent
mission house in this country, but our financial efforts and sacrifice
in this respect, are poor. At this point, we have $37,209.00 to
spend upon this project.

I shall give you
fg;the financial breakdown of Jamaats to give you a better picture
v of our financial standing,.
