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ISLAM ON FASTING

Allah, the Exalted, has said:

0 ye who believe, fasting is prescribed for you during a
fixed number of days, as it was prescribed for those before you,
so that you may safeguard yourselves against moral and spiri-
tual ills. But whoso from among you should be ailing or
g should be on a journey shall complete the reckoning by
f fasting on a corresponding number of other days; and for
! those who find fasting a strain hard to bear is an expiation,
the feeding of a poor person, if they can afford it. Whoso
carries through a good work through eager obedience, it is
the better for him. If you had knowledge you would realise
that it is -better for you that you should fast. The month of
Ramadhan is the month in which the Quran began to be
revealed, the Book which comprises guidance for mankind
and clear proofs of guidance and divine Signs which discri-
minate between truth and falsehood. Therefore, he who from
among you witnesses this month should fast through it. But
whoso is ailing or is on a journey should complete the
reckoning by fasting on a corresponding number of other
days (2. 184 - 186).

. Abu Hurairah relates that the Holy Prophet said: Allah, the Lord of
‘honour and glory says: All other deeds of man are for himself, but his fasting is
purely for Me and I shall reward him for it. The fast is a shield. When any of you
is fasting he should eschew loose talk and noisy exchanges. Should anyone revile
him or seek to pick a quarrel with him, he should respond with: I am observing
a fast. By Him in Whose hands is the life of Muhammad, the breath of one who
is fasting is purer in the sight of Allah than the fragrance of musk. One who
fasts experiences two joys: he is joyful when he breaks his fast, and he is joyful
by virtue of his fast when he meets his Lord (Bokhari and Muslim). Bokhari
adds: Allah says: He abstains from food and drink and from indulging his
passion for My sake. A fast is undertaken for My sake and I shall bestow the
reward for it. Other good works are rewarded only ten times. Muslim’s version
adds: A man's good works carry a multiple reward, from ten times to seven
hundred times. Allah says: A fast is an exception, for it is observed for My sake
and I shall bestow the reward for it. He who observes a fast gives up his passion
and his food for My sake. For such a one there are two joys; a joy when he
breaks his fast and a joy when he meets his Lord. His breath is purer in the
estimation of Allah than the fragrance of musk.

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ANNUAL REPORT

Tt is a matter of great honour and a privilege to present
the annual report of the Jamaat. It is our third annual convention;
this very fact reflects upon the increased activities of our
Jamaat. Br. Syed Mansoor ahmad Bashir, the Missionary Incharge,
has been very busy during the period under report, organizing
and educating the members of our Jamaat.

All these activities are possible only because of the
financial condition of the Jamaat. I have no intention of giving
a lengthy lecture about the importance of contribution, ( CHANDA) .

1 do not think it would be wrong to say that our Jamaat is doing
less, rather far less than can be expected from our Jamaats. I
hate to dwell upon this sorry condition of our financial situation,
put I would be failing in my duty on this occasion when we are
holding the annual convention if I did not remind the members to
reflect upon our financial condition and do something about it.

There are certain members of our Jamaats who do not
contribute at all and the majority of members who contribute, are
doing so at a far less rate than they should be. The importance
of contribution has been emphasized by all our Kh?leefas and by the
Holy Founder of our Jammat, the Promised Messiah (Peace and blessing
of Allah be upon him) .

We, the members of Jamaat, wish to establish a permanent

mission house in this country, but our financial efforts and sacrifice

in this respect, are poor. At this point, we have $37,209.00 to
spend upon this project. We need at least $250,000.00 to complete
the project. This is a conservative estimate. I shall give you
the financial breakdown of Jamaats to give you a better picture
of our financial standing.

puring the current financial year, the following are

the contributions of our Jamaats:

1. Calgary $32,928.00
2. Toronto $27,186.00
3. Vancouver $ 9,693.00
4. sudbury $ 2,720.00
5. Montreal $ 2,624.00

6. Edmonton $ 2,528.00
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9. Glace Bay $1,114.00

10. Saskatoon $1,760.00
11 . Brantford $1,244.00
12. London (Ont.) $ 879.00
13. Winnipeg $ 518.00

Since January 1979, no contributions have been received
from: 1. Montreal; 2. London (Ont.)

Arrangements have been made to send financial reports to
Rabwah after every two months. Therefore, it is incumbent upon all
Jamaats to send all their contributions to Toronto as soon as possible.

In the beginning of our financial year, we had $29,685.00
but during the year our total income was $81,986.00. Our expenses
during the financial year are $36,808.00 and this leaves us with the
surplus of $74,863.00.

Now, I turn to the centennary scheme. This scheme was
announced in 1973. At that time, pledges amounting to $161,400
were made; but we could not reach the target as of February 1979.

In this scheme, Jamaats have contributed $19,000.00; approximately
$31,000,00 are yet to be realized. 1In this respect, letters have
sent to all individuals reminding them of their pledges. New
pledges have been received which amount to $30,000.00. This means
that during the next financial year, we have to collect $50,000,00,
In this respect, a request which was made was submitted to Hazoor

to give us more time so that we could be able to fulfill our pledges.
This has been very kindly accepted. Nowit is up to us to realize
our responsibilities and be true to our pledges.

So far, I have given a financial picture of our Jamaats.

A very successful Preaching Day was observed by the
Calgary Jamaat on June 27. All Jamaats were informed to observe
the Preaching Day on June 23 and they were provided with pamphlets,
books and other relevant literature.

Some Preaching functions were held at the Mission House with
non-Ahmadi Muslims, Bahaeis, and Hindus on the average of at least
two or more functions per month. Some meetings lasted over 12 hours
per sitting.

Light Magazine, a quarterly publication is being
published and distributed. Four pamphlets were printed and published
in-10,000 copies for distribution.

Five people have accepted Ahmadiyyat and signed their

Initiation Forms. Besides Preaching, training was a major part of

our efforts. Centres for prayers have been established and member:
of Jamaats have been urged to come to these centres and say their
congregational prayers. In this respect, the efforts of the
following Jamaats are worth mentioning:

Jamaats have been urged to
hold weekly meetings for children and many Jamaats have displayed
a good example in this respect.

Training of our children is very important. They are
living in aChristian civilization and at such a stage in their liv
when the whole life style of these children can get affected.
These are great responsibilities. All children are being urged to
write articles for publication in our monthly gazette and they will
be awarded gifts and prizes to encourage them in their efforts.

Lajna is playing an important role in this respect.

Finally, I would make a humble request to all members
of Jamaats to increase their efforts so that the days of supermacy

of Islam come nearer. Aameen.
