Let it be fully realised that the essence of the Quranic teaching is that God is onc
and without any associate.

Accordingly, the Kalima, La Ilaha
Illa-Allah (There is no God save Allah) which is ever on the lips of a Muslim points to
the same thing. For the word Hlah is derived from Vilah. It means one loved. adored
and worshipped. Neither the Torah nor the New Testament has taught us any
Kalima. The Quran alone has taught one. The Kalima is so closely related to Islam. It
is its insignia. It is called out five times a day from the minarets of mosques. Itirritates
Christians, Hindus, and others; from which it appears that it is a sin on their eyes to
remember the one and only God with love and devotion. It is peculiarto Islam alone
that every morning at daybreak the Muezzin proclaims aloud: ASH'HADO AN LAA
ILAHA TLLALLAH, i.c., | bear witness that | love and adore and worship no onc
except Allah. The same call rises forth from the Islamic places of worhship at noon.
in the afternoon, at sunset, and early in the night. This call resounds in the atmos-
phere and ascends to the skies. Does any other religion in the world present a similar
spectacle?

Besides. the term Islam (lit. Submission) signifies love. Islam means to prostrate,
to lay one’s head before God as a token of total surrender. of readiness to be
sacrificed to Him. This visible action springs from the fountain of love and devotion.
The term Islam also shows that the Quran does not confine love of God to a mere
verbal profession, but teaches us practically to follow the path of love and sacrifice.
‘What other religion in this world has been called Islam by its founder? Islam is a
beautiful name full of truth, sincerity and love. Blessed is the religion the name of
which is Islam or submission.

“We disagree in this way, otherwise
there are no differences between us and
other Muslims."

Khan said the prophet Ahmed claim-
ed to be divinely appointed to revive and
spread traditional Islamic faith in ac-
cordance with prophecies detailed in
the Islamic and Christian scriptures.

“We believe the word of God in the
Koran and follow it . . . and anything
that doesn't tally with that, we dis-
card,” said Khan, ‘‘We want only to
bring understanding about Islamic
teachings.” :

Khan said the movement has founded
mosques and schools in more than 40
countries — including England, Switz-
erland, Sweden and the United States —
but fund raising for a B.C. mission is
still in the early stages.

The Ahmadiyya sect does not consid- '
er itself a political body, and Khan said
many Muslims use the flexibility of
Islamic law *‘to meet their own social or
political requirements — but sometimes
!t is not in accordance with the teach-
ings.

“‘We don't interfere in the politics of |

But he added that Muslim attitude is
changing in many areas — and the most
noticeable change to Westerners is the
Islam treatment of women.

“The Muslim attitude toward women
is changing,” said Khan, but he noted
there are misconceptions about Muslim
women.

Khan said many of today's laws con-
cerning women's rights were ‘‘bor-
rowed from the Middle East.

“‘Fourteen hundred years ago,
Muhammad liberated women to the ex-
tent that the Western world hasn't,” he
said, referring to the Islamic law of in-

heritance for Muslim women.
“We balance everything according to
the scale of Islamic teachings.”

In a large house, just south of
the bustle of the Lougheed High-
way, an Islamic religion is dig-
ging in its West Coast roots in a
Burnaby suburb.

Dr. Latif Ahmed Khan's home
is Vancouver headquarters of
