The statistics show that in the U.X, alone, about 25% of this ani-
mal die even before the age of weaning, A large number of niglets
die during labour. The loss is said to be on the increase, After
birth, quite often, the sow is unable to produce any milk for her
offspging. Unfortunately this is becoming very common. (Dr, Se Fo
Ahmad

The pig eats filth and anything available and is utterly shame-
less, By laws of nature its flesh would have a foul effect on the
body and the soul of one who eats it. The food does affect a ner=
son's soul ‘and there can be no doubt about that the flesh of such
2 foul animal would also be foul, Even in the pre-Islamic era,
Greek physicians had confirmed that flesh of such an animal
particularily damages the faculty of modesty and fosters shameless=-
mess.  (Hazrat Ahmad of Qadian, 1896)

Contents of fat per 100 grams of cooked bacon, cooked ham, pork
sausages and lard are 38,8, 18.9, 32,1 and 99.3 grams respectively,
This means that bacon, pork and lard contain a very high percent-
age of fat and the fat contents are really harmful for the human
health. (Data of fat contents taken from Ministry of Agriculture,
Fisheries & Food, 8th edition, 1976)

The meaning of the name of this animal in English, Arabic and
Hindi languages is not good either, 1In nglish, as already ex-

The Arabic word for swine is "Khanzir" which is a compound of
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"Khanz" and "Ara", This means: T see it very foul., Thus the very naue|

of the. animal hints towards its uncleanliness,

In Hindi language, coincidently, the animal is called lSu=arh,
This word again is a compound of "Su" and "Ara", This also means:
I see it foul, 'Su' is an Arabic word and its equivalent in Hindi
is 'bad's. Thus this animal is also called "bad" in Hindi, (lazrat
Ahmad of Qadian, 1896)

There,.a number of strange and peculiar vices associated vith
this animal, These vices are almost unknown in other domestic ani-
mals, These we list hereunder:

(a) CANNIBALISM-(eating own species) After giving birth, the sow
often kills its offsoring and cats them,

(b) HOMOSEXUALITY =This vice exists in this animal and is aguite
un-natural,

(c) TAILBITING-or chewing is another dirty habit, very very ne-
culiar with this animal,

(d) TFIGHTING AMONG PIGS-another bad habit wvhich leads to serious
injury and even death.
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(e) SOILING OF BEDDING=another vice which is commonly found in
pigs,

It is indeed of great signifigance that the "revealed scrip-
tures do not say good about the pig and its meat,

According to the Holy Bible:

"And the swine, though he divide the hoof, and be cloven footed,
yet he cheweth not the cud; he is unclean to you. Of the flesh,
shall ye not eat, and their carcass, shall ye not touch, he is
unclean to you" zLeviticus 1127,8

"And the swine, because it divideth the hoof, yet cheweth not the
cud it is unclean to you; ye shall not eat of their flesh or not
touch the dead carcass,™ (Denteronony 14:8)

And according to the Holy Quran:

"Forbidden to you is the flesh O0f an animal which dies of itselr,
and blood gnd the flesh of Swine; and that on which is invoked the
name of one other than ahy and that which has been strangled;
and that heaten to death; and that killed by a fall; and cud thnt
has been gored to death; and that of which a wild animal has
eaten, except that which you have properly slaughtered; and that
which has been slaughtered at an alter, And forbidden is also that

you seek to know your lot by dividin arrovse That is an act of
disobedience," (Chapter 5, verse 4?

There is further, a strong evidence to show that a number of
serious diseases have been caused by pigs and their meat,

CORONARY ARTERY DISEASE (Heart Disease) Obesity (over-weight) is
one of the definite causes of heart disease, Obesity is directly
related to excessive cating and fat has been the principal food
responsible for it, In western countries, Russia and USA vhere

diet constitutes a very high fatty content, the heart discase is
morc common, In Great Britain alone, coronary artery disease is the
common killer after the age of 35 in both the sexes and almost
170,000 people die annually from this disease,

PORK AND HYPERTENSION-several years ago, it was indicated thot

pork will produce high blood pressure, This information was ignored,
lledical histories reveal that vnatients eating pork will increscc
their blood pressure and produce headaches of varying severity,
giddiness and pounding of heart beat, The magnitude of sensitivity
to pork varies among people and the amount and days of consumvption
required to produce hypertension also vary among the patients,

FFOOD POISONING=due to eating contaminated meat is increcasing re-
markably during the last decade, almost all over the world, It
is caused in man by SALMONFELLA group of organisms and CLOSTRIDIA
group of organisms which are abundantly present in the pigse

BRUCELLOSIS-In 1887 Bruce isolated the bacteria from goats milk,
hence the disease is called Brucellosis, Another member of these
bacteria was isolated from pigs in 1914, G&ts, sheeps and pigs are
the usual source of infection to man, Brucellosis in man is an
occupational hazard and is very common in pig breeders and veorle
handling pig meat., This diseasc starts with sweating, headaches,
fever, loss of weight and aches and pains in arms and legs,

SUINE INFLUENZA-The Pandemic (wvorld=-wide) influenza of 1918 is
believed to have started from pigs and resulted in the deaths of
over 20 million people, In 1957, Pandemic was also extensive vith
less deaths as in 1918, It is firmly believed that swine virus was
responsible for both the pandemic influenza of 1918 and 1957,

The classical studies by Shope of Swine Influenza in 1930 reveal-
ed that virus cousing this disease is still present in swine
population all over the world., Swine influenza is a long lasting
problem in the USA and periodic influenza is seen in other narts
of the world.

(g) CYSTICERCOSIS-is a disease caused by a worm called Taenia 501lium 3
(also called Tare Yorm), It is a ribbon shaped worm which requires
both man and pig to complete its life cycle, Unfortunately man is
the intermediatc host and therefore suffers from this disease. |
The worm is found in man but the larvae stage occurs in pigs, Figs 5
get these worms by eating excreta contaminated with the eggs of ;
