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\_/‘RABWAH PAKISTAN: The 90th Annual Jalsa of the Ahmadiyya Movement in Islam concluded

peacefully in a spiritual atmosphere at Rabwah, Pakistan on December 28, 1982 Alhamdo

Lillah. About 220,000 men, women and children attended this spiritual gathering from
all over the world. Delegates from twenty-seven different countries represented their
Jamaats.

Hazrat Khalifatul Masih IV delivered exhilarating speeches on all three days of the
Jalsa. In his opening speech delivered on the first day Hazrat Khalifatul Masih IV
highlighted the earlier part of the Islamic history and specifically mentioned the
tortures and persecutions laid against the early Muslims and the Holy Prophet Muhammad
Sallalaho Alaihi Wa Sallam himself. In contrast, he also mentioned the benevolent
behaviour and attitude of the Holy Prophet Muhammad Sallalaho Alaihi Wa Sallam towards
the enemies of Islam. Thus intimating to pray for one's enemies.

The address made by Hazoor on the second day, December 27, lasted for about two hours,
in which Hazoor gave an account of the innumerous blessings bestowed upon the jamaat
)during the year 1982. He also outlined the agenda for the propagation of Islam in the
coming years and reminded the Jamaat about their responsibilities in this regard.

The last, but not the least, address of Hazoor was delivered on December 28, in the
afternoon session, which lasted for more than two hours. Inspite of the bad weather
there was pin-drop silence and the maximum gathering during this address. The main
theme of which was 'ADAL' i.e. JUSTICE. Hazrat Khalifatul Masih explicitly explained
the judicial system given by Islam. There were ten other speeches delivered during the
Jalsa by various scholars on different aspects of Islam, Ahmadiyyat, Khilafat and
Tarbiat etc.

On the second day of Jalsa i.e. December 27, Hazoor also addressed the ladies section
during the morning session. Hazoor spoke on 'Pardah' and its observance in Islam. He
went further to explain that the observance of 'Pardah' was reactivated by the Promissed
Messiah and his Khulafas were also practising the same. It is therefore incumbent on all
Ahmadi women to practice all the injunctions of Allah as ordained in the Holy Quran and
practised by the Holy Prophet and Imam Mahdi. The main points of this speech are given
in this issue.
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AHMADI WOMEN ADMONISHED BY HAZRAT KHALIFATUL MASIH IV TO OBSERVE PARDAH

Hazrat Amirul Momineen, Mirza Tahir Ahmad, Khalifatul Masih IV, in his speech delivered
to Ladies at the 90th annual convention on December 27, 1982 at Rabwah Pakistan, recited
Tashahhud Ta'wwuz, Sura Fatiha and verses 31 and 32 of Sura Nur:

"Say to the believing men that they restrain their looks and guard their
private parts. That is purer for them. Surely, Allah is well aware of
what they do. And say to the believing women that they restrain their
looks and guard their private parts, and that they display not their
beauty or their embellishment except that which is apparent thereof,
and that they draw their head-coverings over their bosoms, and that
they display not their beauty or their embellishment save to their
husbands, or to their fathers, or the fathers of their husbands, or
their sons, or the sons of their husbands, or their brothers, or the
sons of their brothers, or the sons of their sisters, or women who
are their companions, or those that their right hands possess, or such _
of male attendants as have no desire for women, or young children who 4
have not yet attained knowledge of the hidden parts of women. And that
they strike not their feet so that what they hide of their ornaments
may become known. And turn ye to Allah all together, O believers, that
you may prosper'.

Huzoor expressed great discontent over the state of women regarding ''pardah'. He said
the biggest misfortune facing Islam today is the misfortune of not observing proper
"pardah". In these circumstances, an Ahmadi woman was the only one who could lead the
world in observing "pardah'". Huzoor felt that Allah instigated him to declare a war
against not observing pardah. An Ahmadi woman should be an example for the women of
the world. He said that after pondering over these verses of the Holy Quran, "Ahadees!
sayings of the Promissed Messiah, and earlier Khulafas, there emerge different concepts
of "pardah" in Islamic history. The shape and form of the outer-garment which a woman
must wear when she goes out and which covers her whole body, will vary according to
the customs, habits, social status, family traditions and usages of various classes of
the Muslim Community.

The first Kind of "pardah'", mentioned by Huzoor, in the light of the above mentioned
verses of the Holy Quran, is to cover your face from right and left and cover the chin
and the forehead and no such make-up is done which is attractive to the male-eye.

This kind of pardah is legal and not an exception; which according to the Promised
Masitf,cannot .be impossible to observe even in the Western society where women have
involved themselves in the economic structure of the society.

Beyond this there is another kind of pardah, which is the covering of the face. This
is the base of Islamic "pardah'. Hazrat Musleh Mauood has said that those women
members of the society which are well off should avoid going out. If they have to go
out they should ovserve proper "pardah" by covering their faces.

Huzoor elucidated that it is true that "burqah" also serves the purpose of "pardah",

but according to the circumstances, it has been and it is the duty of the "Khalifa"
to make certain decisions based on the temporal needs of the society. If he finds
out that '"chaddar" is not serving the true purpose of "pardah" and only "burqah" is
the solution, he should take some stern measures. Otherwise, he is answerable to Allah.
Hazoor cited some examples from the family of the Promised Messiah, saying that till
partition all of them wore '"burgah" to observe '"pardah'". These women used to take part
in all curricular activities and received best education while wearing "burqah".
Chaddar of today is not serving the purpose of '"pardah" in this society. Thus,
decisions are made by the Khalifa of the time according to the circumstances. Hazoor
stressed that Taqwa should be the basis of our actions. ~Islamic values are being
eroded and you don't care what will happen to your future generations.
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Another "pardah" is the "pardah" of "Ahle Baiat". Allah of "Ahle Bait" and other
women is the same but there are some added responsibilities on some families. So
"Ahle Baiat" was told to stay home and avoid going out. If at all they have to go out
they should be properly covered.

These three concepts of "pardah'were enforced during different circumstances. And no
woman has any authority to adopt any of these on her own. The Jamaat will decide about
a specific form of "pardah" consistent with the true spirit.

Hazoor said where ever the pardah with "chaddar" is observed strictly, it is alright
but then again our organization will decide in this regard. There is no doubt that

the prevalent form of "burqah" is comparatively easy to wear than "chaddar'". As an
example, Hazoor praised his elder sister saying that she had always been strict in
observing pardah and its enforcement. She strictly adhered to my directive and
cancelled the stage passes of those women who did not observe proper "pardah". As a
result, she was abused. I told her not to be grieved because at the beginning of Islam

also its teachings were opposed. But it is my duty towards God to enforce the teachings
of Islam.

A father wrote to Hazoor that Hazoor is unduly strict. Hazoor said that only
God will decide on the Day of Judgement, who is being injust and strict. Hazoor
cautioned that these tough measures are being taken because I can foresee that our
generation is entering a very dangerous age. And if they are not warned now, their
future generations will go so far from Islam that this generation will look at them
with grief-stricken and regretful eyes, and would not be able to bring them back.

Hazoor stressed that all these efforts and measures are being taken to purify the
Islamic society. The verses of Quran are forcing me to warn you about your futures,
if pardah is not observed. Hazoor said, sometimes legal things are also given up for
the pleasure of God and religion. Some commands, are not even related to religion
directly, but it has been seen that women have given such unimaginable sacrifi®s at
the first call of the Khalifa. Hazoor cited a couple of heamdissolving examples of
Ahmadi women who very anxiosly followed the ingtructions of Hazrat Musleh Mauood.
Hazoor declared that if some Ahmadi women turn§§7t§cks due to these strict measures,
I am sure that God does not need them. He will give the Jamaat better than they are,
who will be more steadfast in their beliefs. Hazoor said with distress that, if God-
forbid, an Ahmadi woman has to be expelled from the Jamaat, I will be grieved too.

I pray to God that this day will never come but if at all such decisions have to be
taken, I will not care for my personal affliction.

Hazoor said with great austerity that the blessings of God have always been and will be
with the Khalifa. Not even for a single day, Khilafat is left alone. If you are
honest with your pledge God will always help you.

Hazoor mentioned the valour and-bravery displayed in a war by Hazrat Khaula. When
Hazrat Khalid Bin Walid said, "O young man take off your veil". She said, "I am
not a man, I cannot show my face'".

At the end Hazoor sternly told that girl, who said that pardah cannot be enforced, that
this is the Will and Word of God, this will be enforced till we have the last drop of
blood. After this Hazoor led the silent prayers.

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Living Wlth The Past

The following article, by DR.BARAKAT AHMAD, former Ambassa-
dor of Government of India, was published in the 1Indian
newspaper 'THE HINDUSTAN TIMES' in its Saturday October 23,
1982 issue.

The first two years of the 15th century Hijrah which was ushered in with great fanfare end-
ed on October 18. It is time to look back. It has been a period of disasters, each calamity
was more terrible and devastating than the one it followed.The year 1400 A.H. began with an
attack on the grand mosque of Mecca. The heavily armed and well trained Muslim dissidents
were reported to be financed by President Gaddafi. In protracted fighting more than 300
insurgents were killed. The leader, Muhammad al-Quraishi, and his 170 surviving followers
were taken prisoner and beheaded. While the House of Saud got a reprieve three Muslim heads
of State, President Taraki, President Sadat and President Zia ur Rahman were killed by
their political opponents. Afghanistan entered a life-and-death struggle to retain its
Muslim character. In Syria a massacre took place (February '82) which was not less tragic
than the massacre of Palestinians in West Beirut after the withdrawal of the PLO. At least
5,000 people were killed and their houses bulldozed in Hama by the Syrian Government be-
cause they were suspected to belong to the Muslim Brotherhood. President Hafez-al-Asad,
101 of whose fighter planes were shot down by Israeli pilots without losing one of their
own, could vent his impotent rage only by killing the Muslims of Hama.

The l4th century Hijrah was also an unbroken era of disasters. The Mughul empire had al-
ready disintigrated and the Ottoman empire was defeated and divided by the British and the

French victors. What was it then that the Muslims celebrated at the turn of the Hijrah cen-
tury?

S URPRISING RECOVERY

But of all the recent tragic events the Iran-Iraq war is much too important to be left to
political commentators and military analysts. Its political and military aspects continue
to obscure the religious significance of the conflict. In July this year, the Iranian High
Command broadcast a coded message, "YA SAHIB AZ-ZAMAN! YA SAHIB AZ-ZAMAN!" (0,absent Imam!
0, absent Imam!). That was the order for 100,000 soldiers and militia men to begin the mar-
ch towards Basra, the nerve centre of the Iraqi oil producing region. Within 24 hours the
two armies were locked in what is believed to be one of the biggest land battles since the
World War II. Drained of foreign exchange reserves, crushed by the mounting cost of war
($100 billion so far), and a still greater rate of casualties (25,000 Iranians killed and
50,000 wounded) Iran's military recovery is surprising. With suicidal attacks of Islamic
guards and irregulars, the Iranians have not only recaptured a considerable part of the
lost territory, but they have also mounted two major counter offensives.

Iran seemed to be on the verge of ruin when in September 1980 Iraq invaded it.  But today
Iran is a threat to the Arab world. The Shi'ities are a majority in Iraq and Bahrain, and
constitute substantial minorities in Kuwait, the United Arab Emirates and above all in the
vital eastern province of Saudi Arabia that contains most of Saudi Arab oil reserves.

PRESTIGIOUS POSITION

What has sustained Iran during this period of domestic instability and foreign invasion is
the messianic hope——the hope that before the end of time IMAM MAHDI entitled Sahib az-
Zaman will appear on earth to bring equality and justice, and to fill it with peace after
it has been torn by war and injustice. Till Imam Mahdi appears, he who is spiritually qua-
lified is, in fact, in inner contact with Imam Mahdi. Hossein Nasr, a Shi'a scholar has
put it succinctly: "Just as the function of Prophecy, inasmuch as it concerns the bringing
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of Divine Legislation, is called 'nubuwwah', so is the function of interpreting its inner
meaningsto men and preserving a link with the source of the revelation called wilayah in
Shi'ism." Imam Khomeini is now performing the duties of 'wilayat-i-Faqih', the supreme re-
ligious guardian.

This messianic hope——the appearance of Sahib az-Zaman or Imam Mahdi——is not peculiar to

Shi'ism. This is a common tradition of Judeo-Christian-Islamic belief. It was the abiding

hope of a Messiah which sustained the Jews through their exile and persecution. The early

Christians bore the Roman persecution with fortitude in the hope of the Second Coming. The

literature of Sunni Islam is also full of such prophecies. Towards the end of the 13th cen

tury Hijra, Muslim scholars and divines were impatiently waiting for the Messiah. They
. were almost counting days.

It was a time of crises and expectation when in a small village of Punjab, Qadian, Mirza
- .Ghulam Ahmad (1836-1908) claimed to be the awaited Messiah and Mahdi. He taught that the
‘best form of jihad is the jihad with Quran (25.52), and not the jihad with the sword,diff-
terence of religion cannot justify violence against the property or honour of others (The
Quran, 4.90, 2.190, 6.8). If Islam and the Qur'an cannot attract people today by their in-
_tensive beauty, then what evidence have we for the truth of Islam. Inspite of the fact that
'he was alone and was opposed by all communities, today his followers, called Ahmadies, num
|ber more than ten million. Within less than a century Ahmadies have achieved a position
iof prestige in education and social service. The first English translation with parallel
|Arabic text was produced by them. Since then they have translated the Quran in practically
;all the West European languages including Esperanto.

‘Their mosques, schools and hospitals all over the world, Europe, America and especially Af
rica are projecting a different image of Islam——the religion of peace and not of the sword.

‘Muslims in Spain presented a proud spectacle during their rule. They introduced scientific
jirrigation, developed industries and created a most distinctive architecture. The mosque
‘'of Cordova marks the starting point of a style which was later to produce masterpieces like
the Geralds Tower, the Alhambra and Alcazar in Seville. The majestic but desolate mosque of
Cordova inspired Igbal to write a most moving poem, 'Masjid-i-Qartaba', which reminded the
'Muslims of their expulsion from Spain after seven hundred years of enlightened rule. The

. poem touched a sensitive chord in every Muslim heart. It was Zakir Husain's favourite poem,
especially the following couplet:

Hath hai Allah ka banda-i-momin ka hath
, Ghalib wa kar afrin, kar kusha, kar saz.
: "The hand of the momin (believer) is the hand of Allah
Dominant, resourceful, creative, ensuring success."
(Asif Kidwai's translation)

. SPIRITUAL VACUUM

'Since Iqbal wrote his poem Arabs have found oil wealth, and bought magnificent palaces in
California and the south of France; new Muslim states have been carved and created and yet
no Muslim country could build a mosque in Catholic Spain either by its wealth or through
its diplomatic persuasion. An Ahmadi missionary who sailed from India in late 1945 was des
tined to do the spadework for building the first mosque after the Muslim expulsion. When
‘due to the partition of India the missionary, Karam Ilahi Zafar, could not get funds from
the Ahmadiyya headquarters he peddled attar from door to door in Madrid and preached Islam.
On September 10, this year the Basharat Mosque was declared open. Ahmadies from all over
the world went for the opening. The sole Muslim Nobel laureate physicist, Abdus Salam, and
the former President of the United Nations, Zafrulla Khan, were there to accompany their
Imam, Mirza Tahir Ahmad, the fourth caliph of Mirza Ghulam Ahmad.

Muslim civilisation had such a great and undeniable influence on Spain that the fourteenth
century Christian king who restored the Alcazar commemorated his work in an inscription in
Arabic, "Glory to our lord, the Sultan Don Pedro". So the Ahmadies bought a plot of land in,
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iPedro Abad (Cordova) to glorify their lord, Allah. Once more after seven hundred and fifty!
| years the azaan is heard five times a day in Cordova announcing the greatness of Allah.

| NO SOLUTION

' At their best the ultra-conservative ulama hash and rehash the Muslim penal law to reform
. the Muslims by flogging and death penalty. They have no solution for the present and no
message for the future. In recent times Sunni Islam has produced no charismatic figures like
Imam Khomeini who galvanised the whole Shi'a community of the world by the call-sign of
Sahib az-Zaman.

The Libyan Information Secretary, Abdul Rahman Shelgam, summed up the whole situation in an
interview to Allen Colwell of 'The New York Times' (September 14, 1982), He said, "We sit
here watching the television, using the telephone and thinking we are part of the 20th cen
tury." Then brandishing a match, he exclaimed angrily, "But we do not even know how to pro
duce this....You go to Saudi Arabia and you see a man with a 16th century mind, driving a
20th century car and thinking he is modern. We think we are progressive because we are us-=
ing the tools of civilisation, but it is a mistake. We are not creating civilisation."

A deep spiritual malaise has bemused the Arabs. The absence of a spiritual and charismatic
figure who will lead them out of their present predicament has never been so a?parent.Pur-
ing the Crusades (1058-1111) an Iranian mujaddid, Imam al-Ghazali, and a Kurdish soldier,
Saladin, took the wummah out of its plight. Who will take over that task now?
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CLEAN-HEARTEDNESS: In order to become the recipient of the blessings and Grace of God
the Almighty it is very essential that one must have a clean heart. Nothing can be gained
without it. What is really required is that when God peeps into the heart of the man,
there should be no iota of hypocrisy in any nook and cormer. It is only this state of the
heart which attracts the Manifestation of God——and that makes the relations between God
and man,very straight forward. For all this one must be loyal and sincere as Hazrat
Ibrahim, peace be on him, was; also, as the Holy Prophet, sallallaho alaihi wa sallam,was.
When a man walks on their footsteps he becomes a blessed man and is saved from every kind
of humiliation; he is also provided amply and his circumstances are never straitened.
Rather the doors of the Grace of God are opened for him and he joins the group of the
people whose prayers are accepted by God. Such a person never dies the death of an accur-
sed person; his end is always good. In short, whoever is sincere and loyal to God, he is
granted all his wishes—and he does not come across any disappointment.

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The regular monthly question-answer session was held on January 16, 1983 in the Mission
House Baitul Aafiat.

3. Jannatul Baqi' is a graveyard in Medina where the wives of the Holy Prophet, the
great Companions and the members of the familv of the Holy Prophet are burried.

4.a.Before the Holy Prophet claimed to be a prophet there were three persons whose
name was Fazl. They made a covenant that they would help the oppressed people. This
covenant was called Hfllful Fazul. 'Half' means a covenant, Fazul is the plural of Fazl.
The Holy Prophet sallallaho alaihi wa sallam also joined this covenant. (b) There
was an opening in a hill in Mecca which was called Shadb Abi Talib. The Banu Hashim
and Banu Abdul Muttalib had to spend almost three years at the place in a stage of
seige. (c) Hajre Aswad is a specific stone fixed in a corner of the wall of Kaaba.
Those who go round the Kaaba kiss it or if they can't they just point to it and kiss
their hand, Hajr means stone and Aswad means black. (d) Arafaat is the valley where
on the ninth of Zul Haj the pilgrims offer their prayers, Zuhr and Asr together. They
also listen to the Khutba from the leaders of the Pilgrims. The stoppage at Arafaat is
an important part of the ceremonies of Haj. (e) Dare Arqam (the house of Arqam,peace
be on him). This was the house which served as the center of Islam from the fourth
year of prophethood to the sixth year. It was from here that the work of the propaga-
tion of Islam was carried out in its early stage. This house is also cdled Dxrul Islam.
