IN THE NAME OF ALLAH, MOST GRACIOUS, EVER MERCIFUL.

First title of the Surah.

The Surah (Chapter) Fatiha has many titles. The first of these is FATIHA-
TAL-KITAB. It has been given this name because the Holy Quran opens with
it. Every prayer service starts with it and in supplicating the Lord of
lords, a beginning is made with it. It is so called because Allah,the Supreme,
has made it an index for the Quran; and all the verities and spiritual in-
sights set out in the Quran by Allah, the Bountiful, are embedded in it
and it comprehends all that man needs to know concerning his origin and
his end (life here and in the hereafter); for instance, all the reasoning
in support of the Existance of the Creator, and the need of Prophethood
and Khilafat among His servants. Its chief import is that it furnishes
tidings concerning the time of the Promised Messiah and the days of the
‘—Promised Mahdi, a subject we propose to deal with by the grace of the
Loving Allah, in its proper place. Also in the intelligence unfolded in
this Surah there is an indication of the age of the contemporary world.
We shall write about that also with the help of the divinely bestowed
faculty.

PREDICTION OF AN ANCIENT PROPHET ABOUT FATIHA

This is the same Fatiha concerning which a prediction was made by one of the ancient Pro-
phets. He said:I saw a mighty angel descend from heaven. In his hand was the Fatiha in the
shape of a little book and by the command of the Almighty Lord his right foot came to rest
on the ocean and his left foot on the earth and he called in a loud voice like the roaring
of a lion. Seven thunder-claps issued forth from his mouth and from each was heard a pro-
nouncement and it was commanded:Seal up the words announced by the thunder-claps and ins-
cribe them not. Thus said the Loving Lord. The descending angel swore by the Ever-Living
One Whose light has illumined the face of the seas and the habitations,that there will not
dawn an age greater in glory than that age. Commentators of the Holy Quran are agreed that
/that age is the age of the Promised Messiah. That age has already dawned and the seven

[ voices have issued forth from the seven verses of the Fatiha.This age is the apex in res-
[ pect of goodness and guidance and there never will be a period of comparable glory and
grandeur.After my departure from this world,there will appear no Messiah till doomsday,
neither descending from the heavens nor emerging from a cave,except the one from among my
progeny about whom the word of my Lord has already gone forth. This indeed is the truth

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Roohani Khaza'in: The Promised Messiah alaihis-salatu wassalam says:

So far as God Almighty has bestowed upon me the knowledge of prayer I conceive
that there are three conditions for the acceptance of prayer.

Firstly, a supplicant should be perfectly righteous, for only that one is accept-
able to God Almighty who makes righteousness his habit and adheres firmly to all the
paths of righteousness and who is trustworthy and pious and true in his promises and
is filled with the personal love of God.

Secondly, his resolve and attention should be so firm and strong that he should
be ready to lay down his own life for the revival of another and should be ready to
enter himself into the grave to pull another out of it. His accepted servants are
dearer to God Almighty than an only child, who is also handé€sme, is dear to its mother.
When God, the Merciful and Benevolent, sees that one who is accepted of Him and is
true to Him has, for the sake of saving the life of another, subjected himself to spi-
ritual labours and disciplines to a degree that his own life is in danger, He finds P
it disagreeable that He should let him perish in that condition. Then for his sake
He forgives the sin in respect of which the other person had been seized. If he is
afflicted with a fatal disease or is in the grip of some other calamity, then by His
power He creates means for his deliverance. Very often it happens that He is deter-
mined to ruin or destroy a person, but through the latter's good luck someone who
has a good standing before God intervenes with his earnest supplications so that the
record that had been prepared and completed for his chastisement has to be destroyed,
for the matter now is transferred from being concerned with a stranger to being con-
cerned with a friend. It cannot happen that God would put His friend to trouble,

'Thirdly, there is a condition which is more difficult to comply with than all
other conditions, inasmuch as compliance with it is not in the hands of those who are
accepted of God, but is in the hands of the person who desires to have a supplication
made on his behalf. That condition is that he should be desirous of supplication being
made for him with the utmost sincerity and in perfect trust and certainly and perfect
goodwill and submission. He should decide in his heart that even if the supplication
is not accepted this would not affect his trust and goodwill. His request for sup- 9
plication should not be as a trail but should be made in full trust. He should fall
most humbly at the door of the person from whom he is seeking supplication and, so far
as it is possible for him, he should establish a close relationship with him by spend-
ing his money and rendering service and every obedience whereby he should enter his
heart. Along with all this he should think well of him and should regard him as pos-
sessing righteousness of the highest degree and should regard it as disbelief to
entertain a single thought inconsistent with his holy estate. He should prove his full
belief in him through every kind of sacrifice. He should not regard any other in the
world as his equal and should be devoted to him so much as to be ready to lay down his
life and his property and his honour for him and should neither utter nor let his
heart entertain anything derogatory of him from any point of view. He should establish
it to his satisfaction that he believes full in him and is his follower. With all this
he should wait with patience and even if he should be frustrated fifty times in achiev-
ing his objective, he should not let his belief and goodwill be affected in any manner.
Such people have very delicate sensibilities and they can conclude from a person's
countenance the degree of his sincerity. They are tender-hearted, yet they are self-
sufficient. They have no regard for any arrogant, selfish and hypocritical person.
Only those people can derive any benefit from them who obey them to a degree where they
are ready to lay down their lives for them. A person who thinks i1l of them at every
step and entertains objections in his heart and lacks full love and goodwill derives
no benefit from them and only ruins himsélf (Zameema Braheen Ahmadiyyah, Part V,/P.-66-6%),
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CALLING TO THE WORD OF ALLAH: In his Friday sermon of January 28,1983,
Hazrat Khalifatul Masih IV drew the attention of Ahmadi Muslims to an
important aspect of their activities. He recited the following verse of
the Holy Quran:

And who is better in speech than he who invites to Allah and

does righteous deeds and says: I am, surely, of those who submit

(41:34) .

Ahmadi Muslims must furnish a practical proof of their being a community
who call everyone to God. This they have to do in the first instance by
their good deeds. It is the actions that lead the way to paradise: spend-
ing their belongings and sacrificing their lives for the sake of God.

Financial sacrifice is not the only thing that matters. It is important to
devote one's time also in the cause of God. Offering financial contribu-
/ions but refraining from spending time for Islam makes one a lame Ahmadi.

Hazrat Khalifatul Masih IV called upon all Ahmadi Muslims to make a pledge
that they would from now on become "Da'aj il-lallah", i.e. those who call
mankind to the message of Allah. They should actively get involved in the
act of conveying to others the message of Islam. We should also pray to
God fervently so that our efforts may be blessed with success.

Tabligh work could not be accomplished by just two hundred or three hundred
missionaries until every Ahmadi Muslim becomes a missionary. "Many people
write to me asking to pray .for them for a number of purposes.I should be
more pleased to hear also from such persons the pledge that they have taken
upon themselves the duty of calling to the message of Allah". If they
mention this also in their letters, the Hazrat will pray for them with
greater fervour, and his prayers will be more efficacious. It is,therefore,
important that everyone of us becomes "Da'ai il-lallah".

The monthly meeting of Toronto Jamaat was held on March 6, 1983. After the
recitation of the Holy Quran by Syed Sharif Ahmad of Mansoori, Mr. Jameel Saeed
recited a poem of the Promised Massiah. The General Secretary read the minutes of
the last meeting. Brother Mohammad Yusuf Khan delivered Dars-i-Hadess on the ex-
cellence of Azaan., Maulana M.D. Shams spoke on the early claims of the Promised
Massiah, highlighting the importance of the month of March in the history of the
Ahmadiyya Movement.

Brother Abdur Rehman
Dehlvi also spoke about his tableegh activities during his youth. The meeting
ended with the silent prayers led by the Missionary Incharge Maulana M.D. Shams.

The regular monthly symposium (question-answer session) is held in the miss-
ion house every second Sunday of the month. The March session was held on
the thirteenth on the subjeéct of 'Baiat' (Pledge of Allegiance).The miss-
ionary incharge presided over the session along with a panel of discuss-
ants. Brother Mustafa Sabet, secretary Tabligh, Canada, delivered his
thoughts on the subject outlining the meaning, importance and necessity

of '"Baiat' in the light of the Holy Quran. He stated that the phenomenon
of 'Baiat' requires man to be a vendor, selling himself to seek the pleas-
ure of Allah. He then elaborated the facts about the establishment of
'Khilafat-e-Rashda' and the earlier prophecies about how this system would
be turned into inherited kingship and then into dictatorship, followed by
the coming of the Promised Mesiah and the re-establishment of Khilafat
after his death. He emphasized the fact from the Holy Quran that without
'Baiat' there is no tranquility, reward or peace of mind. His speech was
followed by a series of interesting questions on the subject.

The next such meeting was held on April 24, 1983 in the mission house on
the subject of 'Jehad'. Again, Brother Mustafa Sabet spoke on this import-
ant subject. He first mentioned the distorted and conventional view of

the muslims in general regarding 'Jehad', which emphasises on the physical
fighting on the part of the believers. He also explained its different
meanings in reference to strive for something, to compete or to contend.
It is true that every fighting in the cause of Allah is Jehad, but every
Jehad is not necessarily fighting. He then described the most appropriate
interpretation of the concept as put forth by the Promised Messiah i.e.
Jehad with the pen rather than with the sword. This requires man to purify
himself and offer sacrifices for the propagation of Islam under the ins-
tructions of the Khilafat. Various questions were asked by the members.
The meeting concluded with silent prayers. Such next meeting, Inshallah,
will be held on May 8,1983, on the subject of 'Ramazan'i.e. Fasting.
