Today we are a sizable community in Toronto and we require a
mosque in this great metropolis. It has been decided that we shall
endeavour to build a mosque in the minimum possible time. The mosque
committee has been firmly instructed to give priority to acquiring a
suitable piece of land and start bullding the place of worship.
People of different trades and professions are members of our com-
munity and if someone comes to know of a sultable place, he should
let us know its detalls so that necessary steps may be taken to im-
plement the plan and undertake the project. The deadline for such
information has been fixed as 15th August and after this date what-
ever the decision, necessary action will be taken.

He appealed to all brothers and sisters that as 1t was a very
sacred project, all should pray for the success in our efforts. He
appealed for prayers for our persecuted brothers in Pakistan, the
bereaved families of the martyrs, all the sick people and others who
are in some difficulty.

After silent~prayers, the ceremony came to an end. Tea and
sweets were served at the end of prayers.

On Saturday the 22nd June, a Picnic party was arranged at
Meadowale Park in Mississauga. All had a good time. There was
very good arrangement for everything and plenty of eatables and
soft drinks were provided for the participants. At about 3 p.m.
due to heavy rains, the party was dispersed and everybody 1left
for his home - hale and hearty.

More murder

In order to raise the consciousness
of your readers I feel compelled to
relate a recent religious murder in
Pakistan.

A highly respected and well known
Ahmadi Moslem, Dr. Aqeel Bin
Abdul Qadir, was murdered in broad
daylight on June 9, in Hyderabad,
province of Sind. Dr. Abdul Qadir
was entering his house at 11:30
a.m. when an unknown assailant,
wielding a butcher knife, pounced on
him from behind and killed him in
cold blood. The victim, an eye spe-
cialist, had recently retired from the
government service as professor of
eye diseases at the Liagat Medical
College, and had been in chargeof
the Hyderabad Eye Hospital for a
long time.

This is the fifth reiigiousiy-moti-
vated murder of an Ahmadi Moslem
in Sind province within the last year.
So far, no one behind these gruesome
killings has been apprehended or
arrested.

Since the promulgation of an anti-
Ahmadi ordinance of April, 1984, the
lives of Ahamdis are not safe in
Sunni-dominated Pakistan. It seems
there is an organized plan to exter-
minate prominent Ahmadis from
Pakistan only because their faith
differs in some detail from the ortho-
dox, official interpretation of
Islam.

Such reports seldom reach Canadi-
ans. Therefore, they cannot be ex-
pected to fight for freedom of
thought and religion in other coun- -
tries. However, when informed, they
can and should raise the voice of
their conscience through the press
and the political process. Canadians
should raise their voices against any
form of persecution, wherever it is
taking place.

Those observing the fast must ab-
stain from food and drink and from
sexual contact between the first
flush of dawn and sunset. This is
obligatory upon every adult but with
some exceptions. The fast is not a

penance. Those exempt from certain
of the obligations include a sick
person, a traveller, a woman wi‘h
child or giving suck to a child, or
anyone who finds the fast too severe
because of age or some other infir-
mity.

The fast puts rich and poor on the
same level so that even for the
well-to-do hunger and thirst cease to
be mere words and Hecome experi-
ences shared with their brothers and
sisters in all walks of life.

Ramadhan also provides an oppor-
tunity for concentrating on the ex-

ercising of moral and spiritual
values and intensifying communion
with God. Though normal occupa-
tiions are carried on as usual during
the month, everything is subordinat-
ed to the main purpose of moral and
spiritual advancement.

The Holy Prophet Mohammed was
emphatic about this. He said that
“he who abstains from food and
drink during the month of fasting,
but does not strive to safeguard
oneself against moral lapses,
starves to no purpose.”

At the end of Ramadhan there is

the festival of Eid, the festival of the
breaking of the fast. On this day a
fast_ should not be observed but
again, in conformity with the spirit
of 1slam, the only matter prescribed
for the Eid is an extra prayer in thb
forenoon.
