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LAND FOR OUR MOSQUE

On Sunday the 13th October, 1985, a special meeting
of Jamaat Toronto was called at Baitul Afiyyat, the Mission
House of Jamaat Ahmadiyya, Canada, to break the news to the
members that Jamaat Canada have purchased a 25 acre piece of
land for the construction of a mosque in this great metropolis.
We take the honour to congratulate all our brothers and sisters
on this great achievement. We humbly pray to Almighty God that
He enable us to complete this blessed project as early as possi-
ble and we may see the beautiful edifice from whose minarets the
sweet voice of a Muezzin will beckon the people to come and pray
to Allah the Beneficent.

A large number of brothers, sisters and children had
gathered at Mission House and the significant meeting started
‘with the recitation of the Holy Quran by Brother Isa Jan Khan.
Khalifa Abdul Aziz, the National President gave a brief account
of the background of the project and said that Mosque Committee
was appointed who worked tirelessly for several weeks to achieve
this object. Then he called upon Mr. Mubarak Ahmad Qazi, the
Secretary of the Mosque Committee, to explain in detail about
the project and tell the audience about the land, the building
and all the efforts made in this regard.

Mr. Qazi told the audience that a mosque committee was
appointed by the new Missionary Incharge, Maulana Naseem Mahdi
and Hazrat Khalifatul Masih sanctioned the appointment. This
committee was to search for the land, which should be adequate
for our needs, equi-distance for all the brothers living in
Toronto and Mississauga, proper price and agreeable to the members
of the committee. Every member offered his full assistance,
worked hard and all means were employed to achieve the purpose.
The piece of land which measures about 25 acres and in the north
of Toronto in Vaughn Township near Canada Wonderland on Jane
Street was selected and suggestion presented to Hazrat Khalifatul
Masih. Huzoor graciously approved our proposal and granted his
sanction. The deal was made and the final handing over will take place
in the early part of December 1985. This will cost us about half
a million Dollars.

It is a great satisfaction to note that a spacious three
storey building stands on the site which is adequate for our meet-
ings, prayers and there are flats for our Missionary Incharge and
a guest house.

After the speech of Mr. Qazi, Maulana Naseem Mahdi, the
Amir and Missionary Incharge addressed the gathering. He related
the moving incidents from the blessed life of the Holy Prophet
(peace and blessings of Allah be on him) and his companions. They
were persecuted brutally but even in the face of those trials and
tribulations every one remained steadfast and went on increasing in
the level of sacrifices at all occasions. At the time of a battle,
Hazrat Umar decided that he will get the better of.Hazrat.Abu. Bakr..
He went home and returned with half the belongings of his house. He
was sure that Abu Bakr will not be able to surpass him this time.




When Abu Bakr arrived, he placed all his household effects
at the feet of his master. The Holy Prophet enquired, "Abu Bakr,
what remains behind in your home". That faithful and obedient
Abu Bakr said, "Mx Lord, there remains in my home the name of God

and His messenger . Thereupon Hazrat Umar was convinced that it
was not possible to outrank Abu Bakr in matters of sacrifices.
