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Haji Abdullah Lahooty, 2 civil judge of
Umarkot, Sind in Pakistan recently gave a

verdict in the famous Kalima badge case, i
which a many members of the Ahmadi

group of Islam were involved.

According to the pro-
secution, members of
the Ahmadi religion
group were seen with
plastic badges on their
shirts, on which Kali-
ma Tayyaba, La Ilaha
Illallah; Muhammad,
Rasoolullah, i.e. there
is no one worthy of
worship except Allah,
Muhammed is the mes-
senger of Allah, was
insrcribed.

These said the pre-
secution, injured the
feelings of Muslims.
Members of the Ahma-
di sect in Islam were
arrested and brought
before the regime’s
military court.

A section of the so-
called ordinance of
1984 brought in by the

Zia regime to further

persecute members o1

the religious group
reads: “Any person of
the Qadiani or the
Lahori group (who call
themselves Ahmadis or
by any other name)
who directly or in-
directly poses himself
as a Muslim, or calls, or
refers to his faith as
Islam, or preaches or
propagates his faith, or
invites others to accept
his faith, by words,

either spoken or writ-
ten, or by visible repre-
sentation or in any
manner whatsoever
outrages the religious
feelings of Muslims,
shall be punished with
imprisonment of €ither
description for a term
which may exceed to
three years and shall
also be liable to fine.”

According to the
court the prosecution
could not prove the
charges against the ac-
cused.

“The sentiments of
Muslims are not sO
weak that if they see
Kalima Tayyaba badges
on Qadianis, their reli-
gious feelings are in-
jured. The ordinance
prohibits Qadianis to
certain particular ac-
tions, but displaying
Kalima badges on shirts
by Qadianis was not
restricted, and it is well
discussed law that 2
thing not prohibited is
deemed to be allowed,”
remarked the judge.

“1f a Qadiani purch-
ases a copy of the holy

Qur’an from Taj Com-
pany shop, and pro-
ceeds to his own house,
while seen by the Mus-
lims on the way, he has
committed no offence
under this section as
even a Hindu can pur-
chase a copy of the
Holy Qur’an for read-
ing knowledge,” the
judge said.

He further added:
«If in such a way, citi-
zens of Pakistan, be-
longing to any religion,
are harassed by police,
it will damage the
preachings and purpo-
ses of Islam, and the
people of other reli-
gions will not even
touch Islam. The gene-

The UN subcommission on
Preveation of Disceimination
and Protection of Minorities
held its 38th session in Geneva
in late August.

Mr. Justice Jules Deschenes,
also the chairman of a federal
commission investigating
alleged Nazi war criminals in
Canada, attended that session
and raised the deplorable case
of Ahmadi . Moslems being
persecuted in Pakistan.

A draft resolution was
submitied and overwhelmingly
passed by the subcommission
calling on the government of
Pakistan to repeal Ordinance
XX of Aprl 28, 1984, which
violates the right to liberty and
security of person, the right to
freedom of thought, expression,
conscience and religion, and the
right to an effective legal
remedy.

The subcommission also
expressed grave concern that
Ahmadi Moslems charged under
this ordinance “have been
reportedly subjected to various
punishments and confiscation of
personal property, and that the
affected groups as a whole have
been subjected to discrimination
in employment and education
and to the defacement of their
religious property.” :

The commission alerted that
the situation of Ahmadi
Moslems jn Pakistan “is one.
with great potential to cause
mass exodus” of the Ahmadi
commuaity from Pakistan.

The parallels The Jowna!
drew between starvation in
Sudan, mass exodus irom
Ethiopia, human rights

viclations in Soviet Union and
Chile, and the persecution of
Ahmadi Moslems in Pakistan
seemed prophetic. I thank you
for having that deep foresight
on an issue which is far removed
from Canadian politics.
