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CONSPIRACY AGAINST KHILAFAT

(By Muhammad Zafrullah Khan)

The health of Khalifatu! Masih I began to be poorly in the be-
ginning of January 1914, and suffered a serious decline in the middle
of February of that year. On 26 February, under the advice of his
physicians, he was removed to the house of Nawab Muhammad Ali Khan
Sahib, which was situated in a garden at some distance outside the town.

On the afternocon of 4 March he wrote out his will while he
was lying in bed. It was in the following terms:

'"In the name f Allah, Most @racious, Ever Meciful. We praise
Him and call down blessings on His noble Messenger. This humble one
writes in the full possession of his senses. There is no one worthy
of worship save Allah; Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah. My childres
are young and there is no money in our house. Allah is their Guardian.
No provision should be made for them out of any fund for orphans and
the needy. A loan might be provided for them which should be repaid
by those of my sons who grow up into a position to do so. My books and
property should be put in trust for my children. My successor should -
be righteous, popular learned and of g&ood conduct. He should exercise
forbearance towards the old and new friends of the Promised Messiah.
I have been the well-wisher of all of them and so should he be. The
public teaching of the Quran and hadees should be continued. Greetings
of peace. Nurud Din 4 March 1914,'

After he had finished writing it he handed over the paper to
Maulvi Muhawmad Ali Sahib, who was sitting near him, and directe. hin
to read it out to those who were present at the time, which was done,
and it was read out a second and third time by Maulvi Muhammad Ali
Sahib under the direction of the Khalifatul Masih.

After the third reading he inquired from Maulvi Muhammad Ali
Shib whether anything had been left out, on which Maulvi Muhammad Ali
Sahib assured him that everything was correct.

The document was then committed to the custody of Nawab
Muhammad Ali Khan Sahib. :

The end came nine days later on Friday 13 March, shortly
after 2 p.m. He had been born in 1841 and was thus six years younger
than the Promised Messiah. He died six years after the death of the
Promised Messiah and thus at the time of his death his age was the same
as was the age of the Promised Messiah at the time of his death. The
same was the case with Hazrat Abu Bakr, the First Successor of the
Holy Prophet. He also died when he arrived at the same age at, which
the Holy Prophet had died. :

On the evening of the same day Maulvi Muhammad Ali Sahib
met the Sahibzada Sahib (Hazrat Mirza Mahmood Ahmad) and suggested thay
nothing should be determined consequent on the death of the Khalifatul
Masih in a hurry, but that everything should be settled after mutual
consultation. The Sahibzada Sahib agreed and said that by the next
day most people of note in the Community would have arrived in Qadian,
and that a consultation could take place after their arrival. Maulvi
Sahib demurred to this and proposed that as there was a difference of
views on certain matters among different sections of the Community,
time should be taken for full discussion. so that a unanimous decision
might be reached. He expressed the view that the Community should
reflect upon the situation for four to five months and thereafter
should come to a decision after an exchange of views. The Sahibzada
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Sahib pointed out the impracticability .of such a .course and finally
said that he and those who saw eye to eye with him were prepared-to make
the covenant of Ba'iat at the hands of anyone whom Maulvi Muhammad Ali
Sahib and his group might put forward for the office of Khalifa; but
Maulvi Sahib would not agree.

Later the same evening the Sahibzada Sahib summoned sixty
leading members of the Community who were present in Qadian for con-
sultation. After some assessment of "the situation it was unanimously
agreed that before the interment of the Khalifatul Masih his successor,
who should command the obedience of the Community, should be elected
and should lead the funeral prayers of the deceased Khalifa and should
arrange for his burial.

It was also agreed that all of them should continue to pray
during the latter part of the night for Divine guidance and should
observe a fast the next day.

The following day it transpired that a tract which had been
drawn up by Maulvi Muhammad Ali Sahib and had been printed before the
demise of Khalifatul Masih I was being widely distributed, among other
places, at Batala railway station to the members of the Community who
were arriving in large numbers from all directions on their journey to
Qadian. The purport of the tract was that the Sadar Anjuman Ahmadiyya
was the true successor of the Promised Messiah amd that anyone else who
might be elected as Khalifa, and there could be several such persons,
would have only an honorific position, but would exercise no authority.
There was a subtle hint that the Sahibzada Sahib, and those who were in
agreement with him on tlie points of difference that had emerged, did
not qualify even for an honorific position under the terms of the will
of Khalifatul Masih I.

: By the midday of 14 March more than a thousand members of the
Movement had arrived in Qadian from outside.  In the afternoon of that
day Mirza Bashirud-Din Mahmood Ahmad held a consultation with all memberk
of the family of the Promised Messiah and their close relations on the
situation that confronted the Movement at the moment. After some dis-
cussion he pointed out to those present that the main concern should be
to maintain, by whatever means it might be possible, the unity of the
Community. With this object in view he proposed that the one fundamental
-requirement was that there must be a spiritual head of the Movement. 1If
the dissident group would agree to that, then the question would be who
should be elected to the office. For that purpose the view of those
members of the Movement who were then present in Qadian should be
ascertained and should be accepted. Should the dissident group be not
prepared to agree to such a course, a person not identified with either
side might be agreed upon and elected. If this should also not be
acceptable, anyone of the dissident group whom they might put forward
should be elected so that unity might be maintained. On his insistence
all those who were present agreed to his proposal.

Immediately thereafter the Sahibzada Sahib received a note
from Maulvi Muhammad Ali Sahib to the effect that the Maulvi Sahib
desired to resume their conversation of the previous day. In reply
the Sahibzada Sahib sent word to Maulvi Sahib that he would be welcome
and he arrived accompanied by some of his friends. Af the time Maulvi
Syed Muhammad Ahsan Sahib, Khan Muhammad Ali Khan Sahib, and Dr. Khalifas
Rashiduddin Sahib were also present with the Sahibzada Sahib. He
repeated his suggestion of the previous day which he had put to Maulvi

Sahib that there should be no discussion of the question whether there
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‘should or should not be a Khalifa. ‘The only matter on- which*there could

‘was being awaited by a couple of thousand people. After the Asr

‘to his custody. He had scarcely finished when from every direction

be an exchange of views was who should be elected Khalifa. Maulvi
Sahib insisted on his side that nothing should be determined upon at
the time, but after a long enough interval, which should enable the
members of the Community to reflect deeply on the question that con-
fronted them, a decision might be taken unanimously which should be
given effect to. While their discussion was proceeding, the people

who had gathered outside became greatly excited and in their impatience
demanded that the doors should be opened and they should be told what
decision had been reached. At this stage the Sahibzada Sahib suggest-
ed that they should go out and try to ascertain the wishes of the
people who were now gathered together in Qadian. To this the Maulvi
Sahib retorted: 'You suggested this because you know who would be

their choice'. The Sahibzada Sahib told him that he was ready to make
the covenant of Baiat at the hands of anyone of them whom they might:
put forward. But Maulvi: Sahib persisted in affirming that the Sahib-
sada Sahib knew the people would insist upon electing him to the

office of Khalifa. Thus the deadlock continued, and in the end the
Sahibzada Sahib intimated that as he considered it essential that

there must be a Khalifa and Maulvi Sahib and his group were of the view
that no Khalifa was needed and there was no possibility of a compro-
mise on this fundamental issue, which was of the nature of a religious
obligation, they could do what they liked, but those who were convinced
that there must be a spiritual Head of the Movement would not get
together and would elect a Khalifa after consultation. That was the
end of the conversation. 4

The Sahibzada Sahib then proceeded to Masjid Noor where he

prayer Khan Muhammad Ali Khan Sahib stood up and read out the will
that Hazrat Khali.atul Masih I had written on 4 March and had committed

there arose shouts of Mian Sahib, Mian Sahib, Mian Sahib. In the
midst of this uproar Hazrat Maulvi Syed Muhammad Ahsan Sahib stood. up
and announced in a loud-voice;

"I am the person concerning whom the Promised Messiah has
said that I was one of the two angels mentioned in the Ahadees
who would accompany the Messiah on his descent from heaven.

I consider that Sahibzada Bashirud Din Mahmud Ahmad Sahib

is in every respect fitted that he should take the covenant
of Baiat from us. I therefore request him to proceed to do sol

Thereupon Maulvi Muhammad Ali Sahib and Syed Mir Hamid Shah
Sahib both stood up at the same time, each beseeching the other to let
him speak first. Their altercation continued for some minutes and the
audience became impatient. At this stage Shaikh Yaqub Ali Irfani
Sahib stood up and announced: 'We cannot afford to waste precious time
in these wranglin%s. I request our master the Sahibzada Sahib to
accept our Baiat. Upon this there were shouts of labbaik, labbaik,
and it seemed that the whole body of people present was pushing forward
towards the Sahibzada Sahib, who continued sitting silent and for
some time gave no indication of his attitude. When he found that there
was not the slightest doubt that it was the universal .wish that he
should assume the responsibilities of the exalted office of Khalifa,
he looked for Hazrat Maulvi Syed Sarwar Shah Sahib and on espying him
in the middle of the tormoil called him and said: 'Maulvi Sahib this

burden has fallen upon me suddely and unexpectedly and I cannot even
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‘recall the formula of Baiat. Will you kindly instruct me in it.' Thus
he took the Baiat of those present repeating after the Maulvi Sahib the
words of the covenant. At the end of the Baiat he offered a silent
prayer in which everyone joined, and after the prayer he made a brief
speech. Thus the troubled, scattered and bewildered Community was,

by Divine grace, again united together and Divine mercy and comfort
were perceived as descending upon all hearts. Everyone appeared to

be in the grip of deep emotion.

Immediately thereafter the newly elected Khalifatul
Masih II led the funeral prayers of Hazrat Khalifatul Mash I in a
vast open space next to the Masjid Nur. When the bier was being
carried to the graveyard it was followed by a huge concourse of people
of all sects and communities, Muslims and non-Muslims, as a token of
their respect for and their homage to the memory of a great and gra-
cious personality whose beneficence had recognized no boundaries and
limits.

Hazrat Khalifatul Masih II was made the target of many
objections, criticisms and false charges, in answer to which all
that he said was: '

‘I would beg to be excused that I am unable to reply to

all these allegations except to state that God Almighty

is witness, and I make oath in His name, that I have
never tried that I should become Khalifa; nor has any
such idea ever crossed my mind. Those who have given
expression to such an idea concerning me have been
morally guilty of my murder and are accountable to God
for their calumnies against me.'

Those poorly equipped
Muslims inflicted a crushing defeat on the unbelievers of Mecca.

Meccans lost nearly all their commanders. They retreated with heavy
losses and Muslims won their first Battle of Islam.

On this occsion more than a thousand peop1e including men and -

women were present in the Mosque and in its area. There were many
important matters for which Hazrat Khalifatul Messih IV, asked the
gathering to offer specialprayers.

DELIVERED BY HAZRAT KHALIFATUL MASIH IV ON APRIL 12, '1985 (12 SHAHADAH)
1364) AT FAZAL MOSQUE, LONDON

DELIBERATE SLANDERING IN THE PAMPHLET PUBLISHED BY THE GOVERNMENT

After saying Tashahud and Surah Fatiha, Hazrat Khalifatul

Masih ;ecited the following verses:
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'So fear Allah, O ye men of understanding, who have believed. Allah
has indeed sent down to you a Reminder - A Messenger, who recites
unto you the clear Signs of Allah, that he may bring those who
believe and do good deeds out of every kind of darkness into light.
And whoso believes in Allah and does good deeds - He will make him
enter Gardens through which rivers flow, to abide therein for ever.
Allah has indeed made excellent provision for hinm'.

Then .he proceeded to say:

Today's sermon is again a part of the reply to the criticisg
against the Promised Messiah %peace be on him) in the so-called

'White Paper' issued by the Government of Pakistan. I am going to
discuss two of its objections I have already dealt with. But as it
is split in two sections in the '"White Paper', I am-also going to
discuss it in two separate parts.

NEW COLOUR TO A COMMON OBJECTION

This was a common objection that the Promised Messiah
issued pronouncement against Jihad and flattered the British and
this is the proof that he was a sappling planted by the British or
the Jamaat Ahmadivya was the sappling. The sam2 objection has been .
given a different colour that during the Sikh reign, Mirza Ghulam
Murtaza, the father of the Promised Messiah presentaed 50 chargers
along with their riders at his own expense during the Mutiny of 1857
for the welfare of the British, expecting kudos from them. Thus his
father helped the British against the Muslims in a Jihad.

During the time of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him),
Muslins »f India fought no war against the British which was a Jihad
and could be said that the Promised Messiah (peace be on him) not
only issued a pronouncement against it and practically stopped the
Muslims from participating in it and opposed them. Now the erities
have brought the argument from back of beyond against him by relat-
ing the incidents of the forefathers of the Promised Messiah. But
their claim is quite baseless. The present day historians of
Pakistan:ae presenting the events of the Mutiny as if it was a
Jihad of Mussalmans against - -the British. All the Muslims of India
had united to fight against them. As a matter of fact, all of it is
quite wrong. There was no such happening.

The facts of history are that in the last days of Bahadur
Shah, some Hindu anu Buddhist trouble makers had surrounded him and
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some of the Muslim Ulama. Pronouncements were forcibly being obtained
from them that this mutiny was Jihad. A great majority of Muslims did
not take part in it. The Ulama who were well informed about the
problems of Muslims, and had 1n51ght and Taqwa as well, were openly
challenging its validity and issuing pronouncements agalnst the mutiny
and announcing that to call it Jihad was totally wrong. Very strong
words were being employed against those who joined in this uprising. Had
this mutiny succeeded, no Muslim Government would have established in
India. Even an ordinary student of history is aware that a Hindu
Government would have emerged in place of the British and they would
have crushed the Muslims and reduced them worse than before. So, this
was expected to take place and sensing the danger, a large number of
sagacious Ulama not only, refused to declare it as Islamic Jihad, but
also issued pronouncements against its validity.

After relating this incident a strange conclusion has been
drawn in the so called White Paper which is interesting also. It says
that Mirza Ghulam Murtaza helped the British by providing them horses
and soldiers at his own expense. As a result, the financial condition
of the family went on from bad to worse. The Government which received
this help from his father and brother did not value it at all. The
very conclusion drawn by these critics shows the true nature of the
incident and why this help was rendered. The Promised Messiah never
helped the British for his personal ends and no favours were received
by him or the Jamaat. Similarly his forefathers also did not render
any services for personal gain and no rewards also granted by the
British. This has already been admitted by the critics.

Contrary to this, who were the people to get these rewards7
They were the Ulama who belonged to Deobandi and Wahabi Schools of
Thought. They were the forefathers of the Ulama who are our bitterest
enemies today. They were the people who rendered full blooded help
to the British. Apart from them, there were some Shia Ulama also who
were helping them vigorously. All of them were amply rewarded by the
British. Philanthropic sentiments or national feelings were not the
motive of this help. Rather personal gains were appended to it. It
is written in Qaisar-al-Tawareekh, Vol. 2, p. 351:

'After the suppression of the Mutiny, Sultan al-Ulama, Syed
Mohammad Ahmad, a celebrated divine of Lukhnow was also
among those who were generously rewarded by the British. He
was granted a permanent pen31on of Rs. 800/- per mensem
even for future generations'

This is strange that the British neglected a family which
they had planted themselves, as these Maulvis allege, and what to say
of rewarding, did not even restore its property or granted any title
or decoration. On the other hand, they granted lands and estates to
these Ulama and sanctioned stipends for their coming generations. As
far as Ulama of Deoband are concerned, I quote from one of their own
books. Maulana Ashiq Ali writes in 'Tazkirah al-Rasheed', the biography
of Maulvi Rashid Ahmad Gangohi:

'During the days, he (Maulvi Rashid Ahmad Gangohi) had to
fight also with those miscreants who roamed in the land in
gangs. He used to keep sword with him to’ protect himself.
He attacked like a lion in the volley of bullets. Once it
happened that he was along with Maulana Qasim al-Uloom
(Maulana Mohammad Qasim Nanotivi, the founder of Deoband
Seminary), Hazrat Haji Sahib (Haji Imdadullah Makki.) and
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Hafiz Zaamin and came face to face with the gunners. But this small

group did not give up in the face of those mutineetrs of the Government'.

Now, this is their real story. So far as the Promised Messiah

(peace be on him) is concerned, he was still young and Ahmadiyya
Movement had not yet been born. Even at a later date also, the ad-
vergaries, cannot blame the Promised Messiah or the Jamaat having ever

Vs operated against the interests of Muslims. The struggle which
they themselves call a battle for the cause of Muslims and repeatedly
say that it was a Jihad and was waged for the sake of Muslims, their
own forefathers announced the following about it:

'He was not to take flight or decamp before the rebels of his
Government. He stood before them like a rock and got ready
to sacrifice his life for his Government. My God! What a
bravery and what chivalry! The sight of which could panic a
lion and even overawe the bravest, a few ascetics, carrying
swords defended against a multitude of gunners as if glued

to the earth. They were fired upon and Hazrat Hafiz Sahib
died with a bullet that hit him at the groins'. (pp.74-75)

That was the Jihad which they admit was waged against the British and
this was what their forefathers did and are accusing Jamaat Ahmadiyya
with their big mouth. But as I have already said, it is false and it
was no Jihad. The celebrated and contemporary pious Ulama were sounding
caution to the Mussalmans that it was mischief-mongering and noisome.
They should not get involved in it and it was against their interest.
Maulana Meer Mahboob Ali of Delhi, has written a book, "Arwah-i-Salasah"
which has been published with the notes and commentary by Maulana

Ashraf Ali Thanvi. Maulana Thanvi writes:

'"Many divines during the mutiny were against it. They said
it was no Jihad and Meer Mahboob Ali Sahib was one of them.
He dissuaded people from it in his sermons and preachments'.
(pp. 445-446, marginal note, revised by Maulana Ashraf Ali
Thanvi, published by Islamic Academy, Urdu Bazar, Lahore as
published in 'Jihad of 1857).

Maulvi Mohammad .Hussain Batalvi, the eminent leader of the
Ahl-i-Hadith sect wrote the following about what is being proclaimed
as 'Jihad' today:

'The Muslime who participated in 1857 Riots wesre great
sinners- and aecording to the edicts of Quran and Hadith
were rioters and rebels'. (Ishaat al-Sunnah, Vol. 9,
No. 10, 1837).

The father of the Founder of the Ahmadiyya Movement did not participate
in this 'Jihad'. This is the objection raised against Jamaat Ahmadiyya
and is said that Islam is in grave danger. Again Maulvi Batalvi says:

'Maulvi Syed Nazeer Hussain Mohaddith Dehlavi did not consider
mutiny of 1857 as religious Jihad. Rather he took it as
wicked, tergiversation and gang warfare and that's why he con-
sidered it sinful to take part in it'. (Ishaat al-Sunnah

Vol. 6, No. 10, p. 288). ;

It is a long story to tell what Sir Syed Ahmad Khan wrote
about this rioting in his book 'Asbab Baghawat-i-Hind'. In short, he
named it 'revolt' and went so far as to call it 'bastardliness'. What

OBJECTION ABOUT DESCENDING ON MINARET OF DAMASCUS

, Another objection raised earlier and already dealt with, con-

cerns about descending-of Jesus Christ on the Minaret of Damascus. I
explained earlier about the coming of Messiah wrapped in two yellow shee
They objected to the interpretation of yellow sheets as ailments and
thumbed it meaningless and ridiculous. That's why I explained that if t y
did not like that interpretation, then they accept the literal meaning o
the Hadith text. But don't forget, the edict of the Holy Prophet (peace
and blessings of Allah be on him) about yellow clothes is that it was th
dress of un-believers and no Muslim should wear it. '

Now here is the second part of this objection. Here is what
'The White Paper' says about it.

'This is explicitly and clearly explained in the Hadith that
Jesus son of Mary will descend in Damascus and will deliver the
Muslims from the guiles of that Monster Trickster, 'The Dajjal
Anti-Christ'. .But Mirza Sahib has applied it to himself with
ridiculous interpretation'. (Interpreted from footnotes of
"Izala-i-Auham" of the Promised Messiah).

. Further on are the interpretations that Damascus does mean
real Damascus but only like of Damascus and Messiah means the like

of Messiah.

: From this it is concluded that, 'Is such a person not a grave
danger to Islam?'

THE EXPLANATION OF THE WORD °'NUZOOL' - DESCENDING:

I shall take up this objection in two ways. First will be,
what is the word 'nuzool'. Why is it ridiculous according to them if
the word 'nuzool' is translated that someone is born instead of coming
down from the skies. Is it logical to interpret the word 'nuzool'
to be born on this earth instead of descending from the skies? Secondl
why was it interpreted 'ridiculously'. Again, if this silliness,
which is ascribed to our Jamaat, is not accepted, then what is the
other form. Now we have to judge whether their interpretation is silly
or the interpretation presented by our Jamaat. I present both aspects

of this proposition before you.

First of all, is the discussion of the very word 'nuzool'.
It has occurred in the Holy Quran in several meanings. They all have
common link between them. The Holy Quran uses the word 'nuzool' for
things extraordinarily beneficial and as exceptional favour of God
Almighty to mankind. There is no denying that literally the word
'nazil' - descending - is used for falling of something also. But
the meanings or the interpretations of the Divine Word are always clear
with other similar instances.

Here is a verse about the word 'nuzool' and I would apply
vw its meanings according to their school of thought. If the meanings &
B of Jamaat Ahmadiyya are not accepted, as they are ‘ridiculous', then 8
gg what will be the meanings according to them.

Do you not see that all vour dresses fall
from the sky? Sometimes shirts, sometimes trousers and some-
times undershirts. Sometimes you see turbans falling from
the skies. O0'you inept people, in spite of seeing all these
signs, you don't get wiser'.

. Again God %ays:J/ TR P g, AN Iyo. 22,30 n--
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'Verily, We sent Our Messengers with manifest Signs and sent
down with them the Book and the Balance that people may -act
with justice; and We sent down iron, wherein is material

for violent warfare and many benefits for mankind, and that
Allah may distinguish those who help Him and His Messengers
without having seen Him. Surely, Allah is Powerful,Mighty'.

According to Jamaat Ahmadiyya, the word 'nuzool' is used for
things extraordinarily beneficial, therefore, here also it does not
mean that iron falls literally from the skies. It is mined from under
the ground. It only means that as it is extraordinarily beneficial
for man in a lot of ways, the word 'nuzool' has been emploved here.

According to our critics the 'not silly' translation will be
that We have sent the messengers with manifest signs and We have de-
scended books on them from the skies like the falling of hailstones.
When the prophets were born or We charged them to be prophets, did you
not see that books were also falling from the skies. We literally
dropped these books that you may stand firm with justice. Then it is
said that you wonder about descending of the books. Did you not see
that We shower iron also from the sky and you run and hide into your
houses lest you smash your heads with it. You have been hiding your
cattle too lest they may die with its fall. There are advantages in
iron for fighting and some others too and still you do not take lesson.
We literally dropped these books and rained iron over you, so that
Allah may know who helps Allah and His messengers in a state of un-

seen.
This is the translation which is 'not ridiculous'.

I, now come to that part of discussion for ‘which the Promised

Messiah is criticized. The core of their criticism is that in Hadith,
the word 'nuzool' has been used for descending of Messiah. So they will
not permit to translate it in a manner by which it may be interpreted
in any other way. It must be translated literally. The moment you
deviate from its literal translation, it will be the start of silliness.
Therefore, (according to them), the interpretation by Jamaat Ahmadiyya
is absurd, meaningless and ridiculous. Whereas the fact of the matter
is that the word 'nuzool' has been utilised for Christ in Hadith but
this word (nuzool) has been used for the Holy Prophet (peace and
blessings of Allah be on him) in the Holy Quran. In the beginning
of the sermon, I recited a verse wherein Allah says that I descended

N 52 o ) v(é "Allah has indeed sent down to you a Reminder - A
Messenger. This is a fact that the word 'nuzool' is not used for any
other prophet except Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be on
him). As they do not have understanding and are extraverts, they are
completely devoid of divine lore. They neither understand the word
of God nor possess so much intellect that they may translate it in a
manner worthy of Almighty. As they are extraverts, they insist on its
literal translation.

RATIONALE OF USING THE WORD 'NUZOOL' IN DIVERSE MEANINGS

Now what is the rationale in diverse meanings of the word
'nuzool'. I shall deal with it explicitly. So far as minerals are
concerned, there are a large number of them, but this word has not been
used for any other except iron and God singled it out and said, 'We
have descended it'. Similarly, there are innumerable forms of life
and it is established that scientists have not been able to compute

This is a universal truth that
this one mineral has benefited man more than all the rest of the mineral
So, it is quite clear that the best amongst them and the most bene-
ficial will take the top position. God has used the word 'nuzocol'

for the thing that carries enormous advantages. Among the animals,
cattle provide us milk, are used for tilling the land, their skin

is utilised for dress purposes, their wool is spun for making cloth

and we eat their flesh. Is there any other form of life which pro-
vides so many advantages to mankind? Look around all over the world.
All the forms of life combined have not benefited man so much as these
mammals called the cattle.

Now look at all these prophets. They are one hundred and
twenty four thousand. God did not use the word 'nuzool' for any of
them. There is the unique personality of our Holy Prophet, our Lord
and master, Hazrat Mohammad Mustafa (peace and blessings of Allah be
on him) for whom the Word of God has said that he has descended. By
God, it is, because the blessings and advantages bestowed upon humanity
by all these prophets do not equal those bestowed by Hazrat Mohammad Mus-
tafa. The sight of these critics does not reach so far. They are blind
of heart. Their minds are benumbed. They do not ponder over the Qur-
anic terminology. They do not want to observe what has been explained.

THE CRUEL DISCRIMINATION IN THE INTERPRETATION OF THE WORD 'NUZOOL'

Now listen. Not only this, they do not have sense of equity
as well. Their claim for the love of the Holy Prophet is also phony.
To them only the literal meanings of the word 'nuzool' are worthy of
respect. They think that if the word is not interpreted literally, it wi
be an insult to Prophet Jesus (peace be on him). Therefore, Jamaat
Ahmadiyya is disrespectful to him and has thus obstructed the way of
'nuzool’ - descending - of Jesus Christ by interpreting Quran and
Hadith. This word has been employed in Hadith for Jesus Christ and
they won't permit its interpretation; but they themselves interpret
the same word 'nuzool' used in the Holy Quran for the Holy Prophet
(peace and blessings of Allah be on him). This is their attitude all
the way. They behave differently with Jesus Christ and the Holy Pro-
phet. With the word of mouth, they claim to be the bondsmen of Mo-
hammad (peace and blessings of Allah be on him) but in their hearts

they are dedicated to Jesus Christ. Not only this, tgﬁiﬁzéy Quran
i~ 'S

says that the Holy Prophet calls to quicken you 2ot L At
~another place, there is mention that Jesus also quickéned “the” dead. But
for Jesus Christ (for whom they have true regard ) they translate that
he physically and actually quickened the dead. For the Holy Prophet
(peace and blessings of Allah be on him) for whom they have little res-
pect and no interest - they translate that he quickened only the spiri-
tual dead. Not only here, they discriminate everywhere. They tell
lies. They respect no one except Jesus Christ. To sing the praises of

the eminence of the Holy Prophet or to claim about his love, are all mer¢

words of mouth. Practically, all is unjust. The same word is inter-
preted differently when used for the Holy Prophet. This is their reason
ing. The very trend is different. When they hear that Promised

Messiah says that 'nuzool' - will descend - means the coming of 'like

of the Christ' and not the former Jesus son of Mary, they smile and

say this is the limit of interpretation. Again when the Promised
Messiah says that Minaret means the bright arguments of manifest signs,

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they laugh and say ftwétJ what a pity, do prophets ever came with
signs? When it is said that east of Damascus means like of Damascus,
they giggle and say they will translate everything literally and
except this we agree to nothing. To our opponents the whole episode
is a mockery, if a prophet of God does not come to this world dangling
from the skies, but is born on this earth, and establishes himself on a
tower of manifest signs, and comes with a medsage of peace and comes in
a town like of Damascus instead of old Damascus. They are all laughing
stock for them. &

THE CONCEPT OF ULAMA ABOUT THE LATTER DAY CHRIST

Now listen to their concept which-is not ridiculous. They
claim that a 2000 years old man wearing two yellow sheets like sadhus
will descend from the skies with both hands on the shoulders of angels.
He will come down dangling from the skies over Damascus and people will
be cheering him that lo! after all. Christ has come. There is further
detail of his future life as well. According to Hadith, he will marry
and children will be born to him: We do not know whether he will
search a girl and marry first of do other jobs. What are those other
jobs? According to them, purification of souls is not his job. -He
is coming to kill the swines. As soon as he has met all the Ulama,
he will rush towards woods ‘and marshes and kill all the pigs af the
world. He will chase thenl furiously. From one marsh, he will rush to
the other, and will search all the banks of the rivers and kill every
swine. After completing this job, Ulama will say, 'Thank God, now
Christ will give us some divine talk and spiritual matters will be
discussed'. But he will say, 'No, my task is still un-done; I have to
kill a Dajjal - the Anti-Christ'. They tell some more things as well.
They say that before his descent, an ass will have been born. A gar-
gantuan donkey and so big that there will be a distance of seventy cubits
between his ..ears. He will literally eat fire and a one eyed Dajjal
will be riding over him who will be so tall that his head will be
touching the clouds. There will be people sitting in the belly of that
donkey. You may smile .on such funny talk because your finer feelings
are not prepared to accept such ridiculous things. But according to
the taste of Ulama, it is not ridiculous at all and no occasion to
smile. It will happen exactly as is foretold. On the one side, Christ
will be descending and on the other one eyed Dajjal will be shivering,
and will say that now is his end, as Christ has appeared to kill him.
As soon as he is free after killing the swines, he will be after this ong
eyed Dajjal and at some place or the other will overpower him. Ulama
will think, now that he is free, he will attend to us and reform us.

But no, Christ will say, 'Wait, I have to break the crosses too'. Then
he will go to all the churches and will break the crosses. He will go
to all the homes of Christians and will search for the crosses in them
and break them. He will rummage through the clothes, lest there is a
sign of a cross or a decoration piece somewhere or hanging around the
necks of the people. He will break every one of them. After doing all
these jobs, if he has not married yet, he will celebrate his wedding and

go away from this world.

Now, these Ulama do not smile on this literal translation and
say how reasonable and understandable it is.

REACTION OF EXTROVERTS OVER SAGACIOUS INTERPRETATION

Now here is the interpretation of Ahmadis about whom the Ulama
say, 'We do not know what has happened to the wit of Ahmadis. They

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‘interpret ‘everything. ‘To-them neither Christ, nor-cross, ‘nor-swines,
nor Damascus, nor minaret is original and real. How silly is the
interpretation. Instead of descending from the skies, they say, a
godly person will be born like an ordinary human being. People will
reject him, abuse him, will call him Dajjal, will kill his fcllowers,
murder their children and plunder their properties and perpetrate
every possible atrocity over them. The brutalities inflicted on the
former Messiah and his followers will be repeated on them toc'. On
this they say, what ridiculous interpretation and what a lauching
stock! 'The Messiah will then spread the true faith with love and
affection. He will present his forceful arguments against the re-
ligion of cross, so much so, that he will break the cross. He will
talk about Taqwa in a manner that all dross of soul will be washed
away. Swinish people will start becoming godly. He will launch Jihad
against swinish civilization in a way as if he is killing the swines.
Then he will start Jihad against the nations who have spread false-
hood and deceit and whose right eye is blind and completely devoid

of spiritual light and have a bright left eye (which is the eve of the
world). This apparently means that they are tremendously advanced.

He will launch Jihad against their faith and will make advancement for
the superiority of Islam. He will reach upto their lands and catch
white birds and his followers will reach every corner of the world

and will encounter Christianity everywhere.

REGRETTABLE RESULTS OF UNSOUND LOGIC

by God, this silliness is million-fold dearer to us. In this, lies

" the majesty of Islam and the Founder of Islam and not in that of yours.
You have started attributing your sciolism to Hazrat Mohammad Mustafa
(peace and blessings of Allah be on him) nescience of your brains to
the Holy Quran. You turned away from the Light House which gave you
light and tried to enlighten your wits. You slammed your doors shut
and are sitting in the dark of the night and giggle at the light of
the day. You say how absurd it is that the,sun has risen. What can
we say except what Holy Quran has said lé)haft*»gﬁfééi?i- it seems
their hearts have been sealed. - z

ABSURD CRITICISM ABOUT LINGUISTIC PROFICIENCY

Another criticism is about the linguistic proficiency of
the Promised Messiah. It is said that he did not know good Urdu. As
he lacks good writing, therefore, Islam is in grave danger. Here
is the actual wording of the criticism: -

'Tt is boring and un-interesting to read the works of Mirza
Sahib. It contains neither scholarly style nor literary taste. The
discussion of themes is lackadaisical. His writing was like third
degree composition of middle ages. He cursed his opponents to his
heart's content and sometimes resorted even to vituperations. A large
number of his writings are replete with prophecies about the death
of his opponents'. (The White Paper p. 13)

This is another danger to Islam that the claimant does not
know scholarly Urdu, his language is spiritless, it has no pun and no
wittiness. :




This criticism is also phony from start to finish. If we
eulogise the works of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him), our oppo-
nents will not believe it. We do extol .every word of it. Our soul
dances and gets new life. Therefore, we enquire from their Ulama, I
mean, those savants, who had high standard of Taqwa in those days. We
ask those authors, those prodigies of Urdu language whose works became
renowned, celebrated and popular. What they felt about the writings
of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him).

*Maulana Abul Kalam Azad (who later became the President of
India) the then Editor of 'Wakeel', Amritsar, was one of the leading
erudites. He was a man of letters, a great litterateur and a tre-
mendously forceful writer. From his writing vyou will be able to
judge, how high was his standard of Urdu language. What was his esti-
mation of the works of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him) is worth
reading. This is what he wrote on the demise of the Promised Messiah
(peace be on him).

'That man, that very great man, his pen was inspired and
his voice had a magical spell and who was a colossus of
mental powers. His gaze was blitz and his voice a thunder.
His fingers wrapped the strands of revolution. Both his
fists were a couple of electric batteries. He quaked and
stormed the world of religion for thirty years and kept on
arousing the languids of the globe'.

But alas! He could not wake these ill-fated ones. Then he goes on
to sav: '

'"This bitter death, this cup of mortality which interred

the remains of this great man will be mourned by millions
with sobs and sighs. The wailings in his memory will keep
alive the massacre of aspirations and longings which the
blow of merciless death has brought to a happy person. Men,
who revolutionise the world of faith and reason are seldom
born. Those proud sons of history are rare on the global
horizon. But whenever they come, they change the face of
earth. Despite some serious differences about certain claims
and beliefs of Mirza Sahib, his death has drawn upon the
educated and broadminded Muslims that they have lost one of

their great ones'. . Ren A

Did you see how listless are the writings of the Promised Messiah.™” *

*Some people have attributed this obituary note to Maulana
Abdullah al-Imadi. But it is not true. The elegant style itself
shows that it flowed from the pen of Maulana Abul Kalam Azad. It is
corroborated by his own autobiography 'Azad ki kahani Azad ki zabani.
He writes on pp. 309-310 of this book that from the leader of the
journal to common material was all drafted by himself.

Maulana Abdullah al-Imadi was the editor of the journal

There is neither scholarly style nor literary taste nor a forceful argu-

ment “in them! “He writes ‘further: e
'"His uniqueness that he performed his duties of a victorious
general'.

Our enemies claim that the writings of Hazrat Mirza Sahib are lifeless
and he has written nothing except the death prophecies of his opponents.
But Maulana Abul Kalam Azad writes as follows:

'"His uniqueness that he performed his duties of a victorious
general, compels us to openly admit it, so that grand organi-
zation which vanquished and vegetated our enemies, may be kept
going in future also'.

O, the writer of these lines, may God bless your tongue! This
organization is living and will live in future too. _He goes on further:

'The literature against Christians and the Aryas, which Mirza
Sahib produced has been extremely popular and needs no intro-
ducing. We sincerely admit its greatness and grandeur while

it has achieved its goal. It can never be rubbed off from our
hearts. When Islam was besieged with the onslaughts of its
enemies, and Muslims who were charged for its protection by

God Almighty were writhing under the weight of their own trans-
gressions and were neither doing for Islam nor could they do'.

Neither they did nor had the power to do anything and were
writhing with their own wounds. At that the Promised Messiah (peace be
on him) perpetrated this unkindness! Further on he writes:

'Weakness in self-defence was to such an extent that in the face
of canons, they did not possess even arrows. They lacked
offence as well as defence. This defence (provided by the
Promised Messiah) broke the initial spell of Christianity to
pieces due to the fact that they enjoved the protection of

power behind the throne. Hundreds of thousands and millions

of Muslims were saved from their dangerous and deadly onslaught.
Rather the abracadabra of Christianity evaporated like vapors
and he (the Promised Messiah) changed the defence into offence
and made vanquished, the victors'.:

What a grave danger to Islam that the Promised Messiah who sac-
rificed his very life and prestige and spent all his powers and facul-
ties for the defence of Islam, transformed the depressed, prostrate
and writhing Muslims into exalted victors and conquerors. This, the
critics say, they can not forgive. It was not only one adversary
but all were routed on the field of reason and argument.

This is the sore to the Ulama of today that how he (the Promised
Messiah) had the courage to do so. Again the same personality (Maulana
Azad) goés on to say:

'Apart from this, Mirza Sahib has rendered meritorious services
to Islam in breaking the venomous fangs of Arya Samaj. From his
writings against the Arya Samaj it is crystal clear that in futurp
it is im?ossible to ignore them, whatever form of defence is
adopted.

Now, you do your best till eternity and you will never be able
to ignore the writings of Hazrat Mirza Sahib. He writes further:
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'We .do .not expect .that .a.personality -of this stature ‘is
born again in religious world of India who will put in all
his higher desires to the study of theology'. (How

truly said).

Once again in the same newspaper, 'Wakeel' an article
about the Promised Messiah (peace be on him) was written in its issue
of 30th May, 1908. The writer says:

'At the age of 35 or 36, we find him intoxicated with re-

ligious zeal. He lives a pious life of a true Mussalman.

He is far from mundane temptations. Alone in a group and
a group in solitude. We find him on his toes and it looks
as if he is in search of something lost'.

Yes! It is true he was restless! For what? He was search-
ing for the supremacy of Islam. He was in search of his lost Joseph
whose odor he was receiving. The Promised Messiah sayvs in one of his

verses:

'Coming are the odors of my Joseph to me!
Call me dumb if you will,
Waiting, but, I am for him.'

This was the state in which a neutral person saw the Promised Messiah
and expressed in the following words:

'He is in search of something lost which is' not found in
this ephemeral world. He is completely dyed in the dyes of
Islam. At one time he takes the polemic field against Aryas
and at other, he writes magnum opuses promoting Islam and
its veracities. His debates (with Aryas) at Hoshiarpur in
1886 are still fresh in memories. Superfine books written
by him rebutting other religions and those in favour of Is-
lam.heightened the spirits which have not gone down till
now'.

REVOLUTIONISING EFFECT OF THE MARVELLOUS WRITINGS

These are the views of Muslim luminaries and star scholars,
who understood 'tagwa' well, who were upright, and whose works are
considered authority even today. Mirza Hairat Dehlavi, Editor, "Curzon
Gazette' writes about the works of the Promised Messiah in his issue of

June 1, 1908:

'The unique services of the deceased which he rendered
against Aryas and Christians are really very admirable. It
has completely revolutionized the mode of polemics and has
laid the foundations of a modern literature in India. As a
research scholar and not as a Muslim, we frankly admit that
even the most scholarly Arya or Padre dared not open his 1i
before him.

'So far we have not witnessed any rational confutation
from the critics of Islam except that Aryas insolently
abuse him or the Holy Prophet or the Islamic tenets. But
his pen commanded so much force, that not only in the
Punjab, but in the whole of India, none can measure up to
him in writing so elegantly'.

Now while they (the critics of Islam) were abusing, Mirza

Hairat Dehlavi says about this marvellous defender of Islam, that
why should he vituperate someone:

'His pen commanded so much force that not only in the
Punjab, but in the whole of India, there was none who could
measure upto his forceful writing. There was a treasureful
of elegant and forceful words at his command and when he
started writing, an incredible and spontaneous flow of
words began gushing forth. Those who do not know Late
Maulvi Nooruddin, the first Khalifa, mistakenly think that
Maulvi Nooruddin was an enormous help in writing his books.
But from our personal knowledge we affirm that late Maulvi
Nooruddin could not write even a few lines as compared

to him. Sometime there are traces of Punjabi hue in his
Urdu literary works, still it is unique in its splendour
and one is spellbound to read certain passages'.

Syed Mumtaz Ali, Editor 'Tahzeebun Niswan', Lahore writes:

'Late Mirza Sahib was a saint and a godly person. He po-
ssessed such strength. of godliness that softened even the
most implacable hearts. He was a well informed scholar,

a brave reformer and exemplar of piety. We do not believe
him as "The Promised Messiah™ but his guidance and wisdom
could surely quicken the dead spirits' (With reference to
Tash-heezul Azhan Vol. 3, No. 10, p. 333-1908).

Another magazine, 'Sadiqul Akhbar' of Riwari writes:

'Mirza Sahib muted the critics of Islam for good, by
effectively refuting all their criticism in his forceful
speeches and magnificent works. He has demonstrated that
truth is always truth. He has left no stone un-turned in
the service of Islam. Justice demands that we should mourn
the sad and untimely death of this brave defender of Islam,
Champion of Muslims and an excellent scholar'.

Khwaja Hasan Nizami is a celebrated writer who belongs to a
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literary family of Urdu language. He is regarded with great respect
throughout India. He was also not his admirer but rather a critic.
He writes:

'"Mirza Ghulam Ahmad was a learned godly person of his
time. A lot of benefit is being derived from his works.
We cannot help admitting his great erudition, deep
knowledge and learning'. (Munadi, dated 27th February
and 4th March, 1930).

A strong critic like Maulana Zafar Ali Khan had to admit
that the writings of*the Promised Messiah had wonderful force in them.

He writes:

'"Mirza Sahib has refuted the Hindus and Christians with
great ability. He has written two wonderful books,
