discardefGOth and formed themselves into a Society for the Propagation of Islam' under
a8 new head. The Lahore party subsequently endeavoured to become reconciled with orthodox
Sunnism, though the Ulama still regard them with some suspicion. .. Both branches are

distinguished for their extensive missionary activity, not only in India, but also in
in England and America.

The Qadian party in particular are active opponents of christian missionary
{in the East Indies and in south,east and West Africa. The total number of their
adherents can't be estimated with any certainty but even in India they are so few as
to be relatively negligible against the mass of Indian Muslims.
