Allah is the Owner:

A mosque has a great signiicance Allah, the AlmightGod
the Creator and the Sustainer is its Owner. We are only custodians of Allah
house, ' "':\ With this in mind we keep the doors of a mosque open to all
those who want to worship the One Almighty Allah., So the doors of this
mosque and of all the other mosques, of which the Ahmadis are custodians,
are open to all people who want to pray to one Almighty God, and who
to the mosque with good, rather than bad » intentions,

Who are custodians?

Allah is the Owner of the mosque but who can be the
custodians? The Holy Quuan says that the custodians of any mosque are
the group of people or the community who laid the foundations and built
st ructure on them.

The verse: is he who lays the foundations of his structure
on fear of Allah and His pleasure.......atc and some other verses of
the Holy Quran point to this. So . Allah is the Owner and those who
build the structure are the undisputed leaga legal custodians with great
responsibility on their shoulders.

The Holy Quaan lays two types of responsibilities on the
custodians of the mosque. Oee is to keep the house of Allah absolutely
clean. This is one responsibility and it also entails the responsibility for
minor needs - such as providing water for those who are thirsty -

S THE GOC OF JEWS & CHRISTIANS
DIFFERENT FROM MUSLIME?

It is pretty difficult to translate the terms and specific

words of one language to another. For a person wishing to translate an Arabic
word to English, the object in mind is often to provide an equivalent for every
term or word.

The word Allah in Arabic always denotes ' an unimaginable
Supreme Being' and the English word Go>d has the same meaning. By this we
can infer that basically the two words are synonymous. In the Hebrew language
Elohim is used both for a true God and for a false god while Jehovah is used
solely for a true God. In Aramaic( Syriac) wird ELOAH is used and in Greek
Deity is used for a Supreme being.

in the Holy Quran word Allah and 'ilah' are employed with same
meaning conveyed to the reader. Allah no doubt means a true God but sometime
rilaha' is used for a false god such as god is English. In the following verses
word ‘'ilaha' is being used to convey the meaning of a true God.

1) Tihe “od’ilaha of your fathers Abraham, Ismael, and

Isaac ( 2:133)

2) Your God is One God ( 2:163)

3) Our God and your God is One and to Him we submit (29:46)

4) Let them know that He is One God ( 14:52, 16:22, 18:110)

5) God of Mankind ( Sura 114)

In the following instances the word 'ilaha' is being used to depict the meaning

of a false god.

i) Kalima of Islam: There is no god but Allah ( for shortage of space we ask
your forgiveness and cannot provide innumerable instances given in Quran)

Gdd of all three nations:

One may argue that there are serious conceptual differences
between Allah and God i.e. Allah for Muslims is completely different from the
God of Jews and Christians. The God of Jews in only looking after the house of
Isracl. He is just meant for that race or religious group SO that Eloah is the
symbol of jews national aspiaations. As for the Christians the God is * comprising
of three persons yet three are One. (doctrine of trinity)

These conceptual differences might be true but it does not
affect the reality of God. The important thing is to see wether Quran refers
to Allah as God or not? If it does then questions is squarely answered by a
Scripture to 'which there is no doubt'

In the verse 29:46 the God of Jews and christians and that of
Muslims is told as the same One God. No reference is made to different concepts
held abreast by these three nations. How truly it addresses to other two
nations and says "OUR GOD AND YOUR GOD IS ONE "

In another verse even rememberence of Allah is not restricted
to mosques. It says: If Allah did not repel some men by means of others
there would surely have been pulled down cloisters
and Churches and synagogues and mosques wherein
the name of Allah is oft commemorated, and Allah
will surely help one who helps HImM ( 22: 40)
