VISIT S WINNIPEG
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Mr. Fazar Ali (an Armadi from Trinidad) was a guest speaker at
one of our fortnightly meetings in October. He spoke on the topic of 'Status
of Islam in Trinidad'. " Trinidad is a cosmopolitan place where followers of
all religions have a very good understanding of each other and have establis-
hec a very good rapport among themselves", he said. According to Br. Ali
Christians, Ahmaci-Muslims and non-Ahmadi Muslims are on very cordial
and. friendly terms. There has been no expression of bias, bigotory and in-
tolerance as far as he could recall.

An outstanding feature which has caught on in Trinidad is the estab-
lishment of inter—faith dialogue. This was started by Ahmadi Muslims a few
years ago and has continued since then. This inter-faith dialogue has been
very effective in getting to know each others' view points. RErother Ali told
our mecting that Ahmadiyya point of view of Islam has been well publicised
through such dialogues and as a result no one has any hard feelings about
Ahmadiyya Nuslims.

Brothe rs are hereby informed about a misunderstanding being spread .
among the Jamaat. It is said that the Holy Prophet (peace be on him) proph-—
esiea the coming of a reformer (Mujaddic) in Islam at the begining of every
century. A reformer, it is being propagatec, must appear in the begining of
the next Islamic century, which is only three years hence.

. " A short time ago, Hazrat Khalifatul Masih IlII, the present Supreme
Heacd of Ahmadiyya Movement, told a gathering at Rabwah that the Holy foun—
der of Ahmadiyya Movement was a reformer and Mujaddid for the next one
thousand years. Hazrat Amirul Mominin announced this according to the
claims of the Promisecd Messiah himself. It is strange , however, that
some people who claim themselves as Ahmadis are bent to fefy this declara-
tion.

We p roduce hereunder the translation of the writings «f the Promised
Mes sialf and his seco na Caliph, the Pramised Son, Hazrat Mirza Bashiruddin
Mahmo%d Ahmad.

"The Holy Prophet has called the people of the 6th millennium
as the most corrupted ones, and the seventh millennium, through
which we are passing is the period of guidance. As this is the
last mellennium, it was essential that the Imam of the latter age
should appear at the turn of this century. There is no Imam after
him, nor any Messiah but only the one who may appear as his
reflection, as the world will end with the current millennium to
which all the prophets have borne witness. The Imam who has
been designated as the Promised Pessiah is the Mujaddid

( reformer) of this century and the Mujaddid for the LAST mil-
lennium. " ( Lecture Sialkot, page 7 )

When an Arab asked as to what is the meaning of the Khalifa, he
( Hazrat Promised Messiah) replied: "Khalifa means a successor who refo-
rms the faith. Those who come to remove the darkness that prevails after the
departure of the prophets and act in their stead, are called Caliphs."

It is clear then that restaration and refarmation of the faith are cAver=
ed by the institution of Khilafat. It is ridiculous, therefore, to wait for a
Mujjadid during the life time of a Khalifa, the Khalifa himself being the
Mujaddid.

The same question was put to Hazrat Khalifatul Masih II (may Allah
be pleased with him) the Premised Son of the Promised Messiah, to which
his rep ly was publishec in THE DAILY ALFAZL, April 8, 1945

: Hazrat Ahmnd then explained to his readers that he never had
any intention to injure the fzelings of the people. What he actually wanted to
do = and what he was doing - was to prove intellectually that Islam was a mo-
re acceptable religion than every other religion.
