In a Friday Sermon delivered at Masjid-e—Agsa, Rabwah on Oct.
o8, 1977, Hazrat Khalifatul Masih 1II announced the opening of the 44th year
of the 1st office, 24th year of the 2nd office and 12th year of the 3rd office of
Tehrik-e-Jadid. By setting his personal example for the Jamaat Hazur gave
a pledge of Rs. 3,700 for himself and a further plecge of Rs. 422 on behalf of
his wife. After the Friday prayers the office of Tehrik=e~Jadid was opened
for a short time of 2% hours tQ enable people to enlist their promises for the
financial year of T ehrik—-e—Jadid November 1977 to October 1978. A total
sum of Rs 111,786.00 was;' recorded within this short period: of 2} hours.

 The small tree of this Tehrik was plantec by the pious hands of
Mosleh Maood, the 2nd Caliph in 1834 at Qadian when the Ahrar Movement
started agitation against Ahmadiyyat and bluffed to wipe it off from the face
of the earth. This tree has, by the grace of Almighty, grown into a gigantic
tree whose branches are by now spread all over the free world. Why not?
It must have occured. Why? Because the Foundation of this move was a rev=
ealed guidance from the All-Knowing, Sustainer of the Worlds Himself to the
Promised reformer, the Khalifatul Masih II; who while opening this grand

scheme declared: :

WHAT IS MEANT BY TEHRIK-E~JADID

"Tehrik—e-Jadid,  in reality, is the name, of re=birth of Islam.

Jadid ( New) it is = but only in the meaning that the world had forgotten it,
otherwise in reality it is an old Tehrik.. And it is our misfortune that we had
to say anc use the word 'new’ to an old thing; because people had forgotten it.
The way the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be ‘upon him) and his
companions led and spent their lives, we try by means of this Tehrik to bring
the people near to that way. i

SIGNIFICANCE AND PURPOSE OF TEHRIK-E—JADIQ

"To reach all the people we need men, we need money. we need
full cetermination and we need such prayers that would give a jerk to the
throne of Almighty.: The collection of all these things is to be named as
"Tehrik-e—Jadid’. " ( AlFazl vol. 2/280)
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In a Friday sermon, November 16, 1924 , Haz oor said:

"Te hrik—-e=-Jad id has been started for the purpose that an amount
is collectea to be used for preaching Islam and to carry the name of Allah
to the corne rs of the world with speed and e fficiency. Tehrik-e-Jadid has
been s tarted to enable us to get such men who would dedicate their lives for
preaching Islam. Tehrik-e-Jadid has been started so as to create the spirit
and determination to @ degree which is esse ntial for an active Jamaat."

Similarly the purpose of advice to the Ahmadies to work with
the ir own hands, to refrain from watching cinema, and to lead a simp le life,
are only to train them and make them absorn the qualities which are required
to do a big thing. And the qualities to do big things are not developed overnight.
Constant training is re quired to develop the habit of facing hardships with
eager and s miling face. Until such time that people of Jamaat create a habit
to undergo hardships, they can not be p repared to do big sacrifices.

S0, whereas the purpose of Tehrik-e-Jadid is to create the spir=
it of leading a simple life and learn the Islamic culture, the formost purpose
of this Tehrik is to bring the whole nation to sit near an oven, so that in
time of need , a certain number of people are read ily available who whenever
orde red, would jump into the oven and thus sacrifice their lives for Ahmadiy-
yat - the true Islam. Until such a time that Abdul Latif Shaheed (martyr) is
not porn in eve ry country and each county, the respect and presige of '
Ahmadiyy at will not be established

THE IMPORTANGE TO JOIN 'TEHRIK-e—JADID"

In a way it is not compulsory to join this scheme and it is left open
for one to join it voluntarily, nevertheless, the ‘importance to join this scheme
as exp lained by Hazrat Mosleh Maood (may God be pleased with him) in his
following words :

"Though to join this Tehrik is voluntary but he who having the mea—-- |-
ns to join it, will not join just on the basis that the Khalifa had left it open .to
join it voluntarily — such person would be ca lled upon to count-for this either
in this world before his death or after his death in the next world. Whosoever
does not give an ear to the call of the representative of God - I am afraid his
belief would be lost." - :

(Friday Sermon November 9, 1934)

Brothers and sisters! How lucky are we who are often called upon
to subscribe to the various schemes launched by the Jamaat. Surely this is
one of the blessings of the Khilafat. We, living in this country of Canada whose
standard of life is amongst the leading nations, must join this Tehrik even if we-
cannot afford to give 1/20th of our one month's salary, we must join it even
by donating only one day's pay in a year, which is for women $15 and men $20
minimum.
