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Islamic sect to hold enlightenmen:

convention in Calgary

Members of the Ahmadiyya
Movement, a branch of Islam, will
gather in Calgary Sunday for a
une-day regional meeting, ' de-
signed to “‘enlighten people -
about the hew concepts of Is-
lam."” - .

Hameed §yed, president of the
movement's Calgary chapter,
said the convention, to be held at
“airview Junior High School, is
the first time Ahmadies (move-
ment members) from across West-
-in Canada have met together.

Syed said the convention will
draw delegates from chapters in
".dmonton, Saskatoon, Winnipeg,
Yaucouver and Brooks, as well as
Culgary.

He said the coufyention will
consist of two sessions — one in
the morning conducted in Urdu
(Pakistani dialect) and one in the
aflernoon, conducted in English.

Syed said there are two main
pPurposes to the convention,
which is open to anyone interest-
ed in attending its public ses-
sions,

"It will help people to become
enlightened about the new con-
cepts of Islam. Anf it will inform
people who know ‘nothing ahout
the Ahmadiyya M¢vement about’
its teachings,” he said.

One of the doctrines that dis-
tinguishes Ahmadies from Chris-
lians and tyaditional Moslems is
its belief about the Second Com-
ing of the Messiah.

“They (Moslems and Chris-
tians) say they're still waiting for
the Messiah.” Syed said. “We say

. he already came."

Three successors

Ahmadies believe that Hazrat
Murza Ghulam Ahmad, who lived
from 1835 to 1908, was the Messi-
ah. They believe he was followed
by three successors, including
Murza Nasir Ahmed, 69, grandson
of the ‘Messiah.’

Mirza Hasir Ahmed lives at the
intemational headquarters of the
Ahmadiyya Movement in Rab-
wah, West Pakistan.

Syed said the first regional
convention here will feature short
talks by four special speakers at

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each of the two sessions.

Mansur. Ahmad Bashir, a mis-
sionary from Pakistan, who is
currently in charge of the all-
Canada mission, will’ speak on
the topic: Jesus in Kashmir.

Other speakers will include;

Mirza Mohyudin of Brooks and
Naseer Chaudhary of Edmonton.

Just as | boarded the bus, | had a pleasant surprise to be greeted in Pun-
jabi by a Missionary of Islam who was also coming to Toronto. Since the seat
was vacant he sat next to me and we spent more than four hours together,
talking about various matters in our mother tongue, Punjabi.

The gentleman, whose name is Maulana Mohammad Qureshi is incharge
of the Ahmadiyya Muslim Mission in Georgetown in Guyana. He holds an
honours degree in Arabic and was now on his way home to Rabwah in Pakistan,
internatinal headquarters of the Ahmadiyya Movement is Islam.
